W HOLE HERDS ATTACKED BY PLEURO-PNEU-
MONIA IN PENNSYLVANIA.

An extraordinary jlague of pleuro-pneu-
moaia has broken ou smong the cattle of
Chester County, Pa and the a l]nunu:
counties of Montgome ry and Berks, which
threatens to make disastrous inroads upon
the live stock of the region. Nineteen herds
of cows, belonging to a8 many farmers 1n
Chester county, are now quarantined by
order of the State Veterinary Surgeon.
The mwm* first made its appearance there
about three weeks ago, and prevailed
among (hv wattle of Caleb Chalfant, of Up-
land. The cows that were known to be af-
flictel were killed at once, but since then
the disease has developed afresh in neigh-
horing localties. J. & P, Webb, stock
daalers, held a sale of cattle last week at
Upland, and now it was found that a por-
tion of this stock is affected. Asa conse-
quence, the herds sold. to different parties
were identified and ordered in quarantine,
with a view to stopping the further
spread of the disease. Reports from the
Jower end of Berks and the western side of
Montgomery county shows that the epi-
nemic has iuvaded those sections also in
like \ivj_ ree.
