five places in that department for three months,
from the 29th of October to the Lst of Febraary, |
viz: Tahlin. Tsinghai, Wulichang, Tangho,
and Tautsun. The estimates of the numbers
of th insurgents which occupied these places,
vary from ten to thirty thousand.—According
to the Gazette, by various attacks and continu
victories, during seven successive days, from |
the 2d to the February, the Imperial
fun;t-! drove the rebels from all these places, [

0f 2000 men. The rebels fell hack
nd entrenched themselves in the village |
of Suhehi some adjacent villages. But |
the Imperial forces having heen reinforced, and

the officers excited by the stringent orders of
the Emperor, fell upon the insurgents agui
with renewed vigour and energy, and * defea
