must set out all proceedings beginning with
the plaint and must allege the jurisdiction of
the court as to all material proceedings.”

It has been in evidence that Mr.
Fitzgerald as Stipendiary agistrate of the
City of Charlottetown acts as judge of the
City Court, and in proof his right to act as
such » certified copy of an extract from a
minute of council was produced in evidence
by Mr. Arthur Newbery, Clerk of the
Executive Council whizh reads as follows :

«“Extract from minutes of Execative Council
of Prince Edward Island, of 18th December,
1886 :

“Ordered that Rowan Robert Fitz(ierald,
Stipendiary Magistrate of the Uity of Char
lottetown, be appointed Judge of the City
Court of the City of Charlottetown,

Mr. Newbery further proved that jao coms
mission was issued upor thisorder,and hecould
not state whether it was ever commuuicated to
Mr. FitzGerald, or acted oun by the Council in
any way. Upon this evidence, Mr. MecLeod
contem{cd that My, FirzGerald must be pre
sumed to have authority to act as Judge of
this Court. Now, it isarunle of law that, when
acts are done of an official nature, or reyuire
the concurrence of official persons, a presump-
tion arises in favor of their due execution

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wta. Hence it is to be presumed that a
man acting in a public capacity is properly
appointed and du'y authorized o to act in the
absence of evidence to the contrary. Baut iu
wets of this nature the evidence is merely
prima facie and presumptive, and may be ree
butted when the regularity of the appointment
is a prtivent enquiry. Here, the Acts of the
Legislature relating to the subject plainly
show that Mr Fitztierald, as Stipendiary
Magistrate, is not and cannot be Judge of the
City Court, and that the order in Council
above mertionrd can bhave no legal effect
whatever. *‘The City of Charlottetown
Incorporation Act,” passed in 1888, provides
by its 147th section that ‘‘the Stipendiary
Magistrate of the said city, for the time being,
shall hold a Court for the recovery of small
lebts, to be known as the City Court, and he
shal' be the Judge of such Court,” but this
section is expressly repealed by an act passed
ke following year (52 Vic , cap. 14), and the
following subs:ituted therefor :

* There shall be in said City a Court of
Record, to be calied the City Court, over
which one Judge shall preside.” Now, it is
provided by the 143¢d section of the City Act
of 1883 above quoted that the persoa who
shall be appoioted Stipendiary Magistrate
for the said City shall not fi:l any other office
Hence it is clear that when, uader the act of
1859, a new office of Judge of the City Court
was created, distinct from that of Stipendiary
Magistra'e, the Magistrate was render
ed ineligible to fill that office by
the section | have just quoted. The eorder in
council of December, 1889, made nioe months
after the Ac: of that year came into force,
appointiong the Stipendiary Magistrate & Judge
of the City Court, is therefore ultra vires, and
would in effect, if not in express terms, ree
vive the 147th wsection of the Act of 1888,
which the Legislature had expressly repealed,

“Apsrt from the disqualification of Mr.
Fitzgerald to act as Judge of this Court under
the Proviocisl staiutes, there is also the
further question whether the Provincial Gove
etnment have, under the constitution, any
power to appoint & judge to this or any other
court in this Province, It will be observed
that, under the law now in torce, the Prov}n
cial Legisisture have enacted that a City
Court shall exist, over which one judge shall
preside, bat they have not provided who that
judge shall be, or bow or by whom he shall be
appointed. The only officials recogaized as
Judges under the British North America Act
are the Judges of the Superior, Distiict and
County Courte, including Judges of Probate
and Admiralty—the word District haviog
reference to judicial distsicts n the Province
of Quebec. Under seciion 96 of that Act,the
power of appointlng all such judges is vested
in the Governor General. The respective
rights and powers of the General and Provin.
cial Governments on this subject are fully set
forth in a report of the Minister of Justice
(3ir John Thompson) to the Privy Council in
regard to the disallowance of the Act of Que
bec relating to District Magistrates, passed
in 1888, From this it would appear that the
power of the Provincial Governments, if any,
is limited to the appointment of magisterial
officers with subordinate jurisdiction and to

Judges of Probate in Nova Scotia and New
Biunswick, which is expressly reserved to
them under the British statute.
