Portion of a Letter From Frances
E. Willard.

The white ribbon movement has steadily
broadened until now it includes every gooc
thing that women may do with hands
un:ted and faces lifted for the imprint of
the Spirit. We rould not study *‘tem.
perance ” so loug without tracing its roots
and branches so far that we at list perceive
this God-given reform to be the Binyan of
the Forest—the tree whose leaves are for
the’ healing of the nations and from a
thousand ills that fleeh and soul are heir
to, ills against which in earlier days tem
perance reformers had not learned to fight.

We now believe that so clisely are the
labor, the woman and the purity move-
ments allied with the temperancs reform,
that we cannot work for one witheut
strongly co-vperating with them all. For
this reason our literature has broacened in
its scope beyond what we could huve con-
ceived eighteen years ago, aud the faithful
little groups of united heads, haunds and
hearts that reprssent our local auxilisries
in ull countries are studying all these ques-
tions and trying to help forward the inter
estsof all. So wide a circle in thought and
purpose must inevitably take on one evclu
tion more, These bright spots w1l wmag
nify, will meet each other, will send their
rays out into the realms of government,
and the equal and intelligent participation
of men and women in all the affairs of that
larger home we call the state, will be the
necessary and natural culmination of the
woman's temperance crusade. This is
comformable to reason; this is in the
nature of things.

Nothing so stirs my enthusizssm s the
thought of these multiplying groups of
women speaking no fewer than forty
different languages, translating our motto,
*‘For God and Home and Every Lind” into
the vernacular of the orient, of the cccident,
of the antartic and well-nigh the artic
continents, of the islands in the far south
seas and the peninsulas of the slow but
steady north. The vision of that *‘larger
home” we speak so much about grows on
me with years. The right of every human
being to be well born, and being born to
find a8 his natural heritage the assurance
that he shall never lack for food, clothing
or shelter throughout all his lifetime, but
that the work he does shali be held by
society as an equivalent for the supply of
all his natural needs—this has become with
me a cardinal doctrine of Christianity. The
conservatioa of every human being’s powers
of hand, head and heart, that he may react
on his environment in the most direct and
helpful way—this principle involves the
temperance reform, for the integrity of the
intellect is the most precious, is the mest
sacred and essential single characteristic of
the human being.

The giving to every human being of the
fullest possible estate, physical, mental,
moral and spiritual is his right. Whoever
interposes artificial barriers between any
human being and this development is, in so
far as he does it with intelligent purpose
and intention, an evil spirit and not a good
one. This is the woman question in
a nutshell, and we work to remove
from least to greatest every filament
and chain that has held any woman from
her utmost beneticent reaction on the world
round her and the age in which he lives.
We believe every reaction beneficent that
1s natural. We believe that her own nat-
ure thould determine her relations to the
world and that no other human being or
class of beings should by the small:st iota
hinder her in determinating that develop-
ment.

The foundation of the home should be
the lifelong faithfulness and loyalty cf two,
each to the other. Whatever interferes
with this should be looked upon by society
as a disintegrating force, not to be for one
instant tolerated. This is the purity ques
tion in a nutshell, and we work through
the study of heredity, hygiene, total abstin-
ence, prohibition, equal property laws,
education for women and their participa-
tion in government to reduce to the small-
est possible minimvm the temptations of
women and the opportunities of men to be
false to the home.

Believe me, beloved comrades the world
around, and you who have so cherished
and comforted me in my own dear native
land, I am and shall be in all worlds, yours
for the coming of the kingdom of our Lord
in the customs of all society and the laws of
all lands.

The Ceost of Living.

A report has been prepared by the Brit-
ish Foreign Office and submitted to the
Royal Commission on Labor appninted by
the Government. It treats of the industrial
conditions in the United States, compiring
the cost of living in that country with the
cost in Great Britain and Belgium. For
that purpose a particular ciass of working-
men—those engaged in the iron and steel
industries—is selected, and what is spent
by them for necessary expenses contrasted.
The results brought out are oftan quite
contrary to prevailing notions. The figures
given relate only to the iron and steel
industries and are averages.

In the United States the annual income of
a man engaged in the iron and steel indus-
tries is $513 52. but in the case of a mar-
ried man that is added to by the income «f
the wife or one of the children. briaging the
income of the family up to $591.61. The
family income in Britain at the same trade
is $456.86, and in Be!gium §374 53. In the
United States that cliss of workingmen in
the S:ate of llinois pay $587.94 & ysr for
house reat, but taking the whole union the
average is $65.02, while in Britain $38 35
s year is paid, and in Belgium only
€31.72. Then, workingmen in the United
States are more heevily taxed than io either
Great Britain or Belgiam. The tixes on a
family in the former vary from §12 21 in Ohio
t> 81 43 in Georgia, but the average over all
12 $5 59, while in Britain it is only $1.77 and

in Belgium only 55 cents. In the United

States each family sp
food, and in Britain §
and $29.47, respectively, on beef

About the same amount is spent in the
United States as in Britain, on bioks an
newspapers. ln the former each family spends
in that $5 70 annually, and in Britain £5 10
but the subscriptions to labor organizatic
form a much heavier burden than in Britais
for in the United States eich tamily
that -way $726 a year, as against §3 1
Britaio, and 83 67 in Belgium.

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¥Feed Your Land
By J. E RicuarpsoN, Oxragio

Every tarmer should bs very careful to
see that his land is improving in quality
As there are 8o many ways of enriching the |
soil, there is 1 ur farm lands
should fail in raising good crops. Clover
should be sown more than iz is. A good
crop of elover plowed under in June, the
land worked thoroughly on top till the end
of August, theu let 1t be gang plowed, and
it wi'l be in first-class order for wheat, and
on light land especially it will raise jast as
good a sample, and as much, if not more,
grain to the acre thsan on a bare summer
fallow with a good coating of barnyard
manure.
For osts, a second crop of clover can be
plower under to advantage. Cut the first
crop of clover as soon as possible, so as to
let the secoud crop get a good start. Some
farmers sow land plaster after the first crop
has been taken off, so as to make the second
crop as heavy as possible, which is a good I
plan. Even if clover is not plowed under
it leaves the land richer, as it draws so
wuch nitrogen into the soil. As clover 1s a
high price now, no doubt many facmers will
not sow much, if any; but even if it costs
ten dollars a bushel and you sow say
twelve pounds to the acre and plow it
under, it is really very cheap for manure,
as the twelve pounds you sow to the acre
only cost two doll rs, and then there is so
very little work ¢ nnected with it.

In conclusion, I would recommend all
who go in for mixed farming to feed all
their course grain, and not sell hay, straw
or turnips. The old adage is very true :
*“ Feed your land, and it will feed you.”

For the World's Fair.

HISTORY OF THE WORLD
