WASHINGTON, July 26— (CP)

—Canada and the United Stales
today opened another chapter in
economic co-operation by agreeing
to strengthen and expand fauter-
ing joint industrial mobilization
machinery.

In a speedy, one-day session,
top-ranking officials agreed to
change and increase the member-
ship of the three-year-old Canada-
United States industrial mobiliza-
tlon committee which  has been
relatively dormant  for almost a
year, *

They also agreed to create new
sub-committees to deal with one
the-spot problems in the prices
and production of defence mater-
jals which both countries produce
and to exchange economic experts
to work in ‘®ach’other's mobilizat-
‘jon offices. s ?

C. D. Howe, Canada's produc:im
minister, announcing the changes,
said they will provide tne basis for
greater stabilization in prices of
essential materials, and  possibly

President Truman's ‘personal
trouble-shooter and Shepherd both
kept busy calling on government
and political leaders to pin down
the exact nature of the offer to
Britain. Harriman met with Iran’s
oll board after returning from a
sight-seeing flight over the huge
Khuzistan oil tields.

The latest move followed Harri-
man’'s statement that he‘'is hope-
ful the two countries will negoti-
ate again and start the flow of oil
from the huge Abadan refinery.

The cabinet in London was con:

talks, broken off a month ago,
but delayed deciding whether to
accept pending a further report
from Shepherd.

Harriman's statement indicated
he may have succeeded in getting
Iran to modify its interpretation of
the nationalization law.

Harriman  transmitted Iran’s
message to London offering to
negotiate with a British mission,
Details of the offer were not dis-
closed.
