We put up there for the night, intending,
on the following morning, to proceed to the Settlement
sufficiently early to enable us to return in time to fulfil
our engagement at Mr. Willock’s. Shortly afier our
arrival, Mr. Grossard took his key-bugle, and played
several airs, ‘ pour passer le temps'—and the attention of
the neighbourhood was attracted by the novelty >f the
circumstance, and a few persons came up to inquife into
the matter. They were soon made acquainted with the
nature of our visit, and the names of the visiters, and
left, shortly after, apparently satisfied” with the informa-
tion they had received. The person at whose house we
took up our quarters, exhibited, notwithstanding, some
uneasjness, and upon our asking the cause, we were
given to understand, that the neighbourhood was in a
very excited state, in consequence of a letter which had
been industriously circulated among the settlers—a
copy of which was exhibited to our view.
