A} the  actual three-diamond
contract, West opened the heart
king, and East started an echo with
the jack. South won and immedi-
ately returned a heart, his obvious
idea being to ruff a third round of
the suit. This plan went wrong,
however, when West led the third
round and East ruffed with the dia-
mond Jack., Declarer could only
discard a club, and that did him no
good, He still lost (in all) two na-
tural club tricks, cne heart, the dia-
mond jack to. East and the queen
to West, and so went down a trick.

In the postmortem, North in-
sisted that the contract could have
been made, and (over South's skep-
ticism) proved his statement, as
follows:

South lets West hold the first
trick, West's best defense is a shift
to the club queen. (no other play

The club
ace wins, the two top spades are
cashed, and South ruffs a spade.
South cashes the heart ace, then
the ace and king of trumps. Now
dummy’s last spade is led, and
South discards a club, letting East
win the trick.
