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EPIDEMIC MYALGIA — PAINFUL
MUSCLES

I have written before about an
epidemic which occurred in a vil-
lage in England in which the symp-
toms were like a mild ‘flu—tired-
ness and pain in muscles. Because
pain in muscles was the main
symptom, it was called myalgia—
many of us call it muscular rheu-
matism. It is likely epidemic myal-
gia that we call summer 'flu.

In Clinical Medicine, Barcelona,
Drs. A. Pedro-Pons and P. Farreras
state that epidemic myalgia is a
summer febrile infection that is
common in children and young
adults and rare in persons over 30
years of age. It is due to the Cox-
ackie virus and transmitted by dir-
ect contact with the patient, After
an average incubation period (time
between contact and appearance of
symptoms) of two days, the dis-
ease starts suddenly with fever,
symptoms of influenza and disord-
ers of stomach and intestine, and
violent pain in the chest and ab-

Neuralgic pain is the outstanding
symptom. The muscles of chest and
abdomen are painful to the touch
