Discussing the exchange-conser-
vation orders announced on Sunday,
the Ottawa Journal recalls a similar |

situation which took place less than |
15 years ago under Liberal adminis-
tration. ITn November, 1947, Finance |
Minister Abbott announced restrie- |
tions on imports, excise taxes and
new travel allowance limitations to
offset a drain on official reserves of |
gold and U.S. dollars which had fall-
en to $500,000,000. In June, 1962, |
Prime Minister Diefenbaker . an- |
nounced action to reinforce reserves |
of gold and U.S. dollars which stood |
at about $1,100,000,000. |
The restrictions of 1947, argues |
The Journal, were stiffer. For ex-
ample, Mr. Abbott had to say that
fmport prohibitions meant “we shall
have to go without the usual supplies
of out-of-season vegetables and put
up with a less varied but still ade-
quate vegetable diet.” Under the
1962 regulations, basic foodstuffs are
exempt from the surcharges placed
on imports.

In 1947 the Liberal Government
was criticised in the Commons—as
the Conservative Government will be |
in 1962—for failing to attack the
problem promptly enough. The an-
swer will be the same—that no gov- |
ernment is anxious to intervene with
emergency regulations until it is es-
mential. With the gold and U.S. dollar /|
reserve more than twice as large as
# was in 1947, The Journal finds it
difficult-to see why the present Gov- |
ernment should be criticised for wait-
ing too long hefore taking decisive
action.

The answer here, of course, Is
that one faulty step doesn’t justify
another. Tn the present case, it is the
rude post-election awakening that
has shoeked the electors—an awaken- |
ng to a situation for which the party
in power had done nothing to pre-
pare them. And hecause it is the
Government, the Conservative ad-
ministration bears the onus not only
for the measures announced by the
Prime Minister last Sunday, but of |
either being incompetent to assess |
the danger of the situation before |
the election, or of having deliberately
eovered it up.

Tf there is to be an end of fault-
finding for the present, in the public
interest, there should also be an end
of concocting alibis for governmental
shortcomings. Comparisons are od-
fous: and, in this case, from the tax-
payvers’ viewpoint, they are entirely

. frrelevant to the problems in which
. the country is now involved.

Washington Must Act

About the last thing Washington

or the free world wants, comments |

the Christian Science Monitor, fs
another Formosa crisis. Yet the crisis
is building up because once it got

started, no one seemed able to stop

| it. The failure of Peking’s farm pol-

fey, which gravely weakened Com-
munist China, was what sparked it.
Then the Chinese Nationalist leaders
on Formosa saw thisgmoment of
weakness—which may be temporary
—as perhaps their last chance to in-
vade the mainland. They asked
‘Washington to release its ban on

| such an invasion and to support it.

Washington refused. So the Nation-
alist leaders began making “heap big
talk” on their own.

Communist China quietly mobil-
ized a considerable force on the oppo-
site coastline, then openly announced

| it, saying an invasion sponsored by

the United States was imminent. The
U.S. moved up elements of the 7th
Fleet to keep the peace. In the last
Formosa crisis it announced that it
had nuclear bombs in the area ready
to use. It remains to be seen whether
such an announcement will be made
this time.

Peking may well know
Washington does not wish an inva-
on, but it has to face the possibil-
ity that the Nationalist Chinese
might forte the issue in such a way
that the United States could not pull
back. This is the responsibility Presi-
dent Kennedy must take in this case,
of making clear his government’s
policy to both sides.

In two earlier Formosa crises
President Eisenhower and State Sec-
retary Dulles considered themselves
obliged to defend the offshore islands
of Quemoy and Matsu. They felt they
could not discredit their ally by for-
cing him to withdraw under fire. As
soon as the last ¢ was over, Mr.
Dulles asked President Chiang Kai-

| shek to withdraw from the offshore
| islands and he refused. President

Kennedy considered renewing the de-
mand last vear, but decided not to
because of the guerilla war in Viet-
nam.

Now the fslands are under pres-
sure again, and he must act, regard-
less of Chiang’s feelings. And in such

that the United States does not sup-
port, and will not permit, an invasion
