Control Committee Is Dead

London conference last summer,
recommended that an interna-
tional body run the Suez Canal
following its nationalization by
Egypt. India recommended in-
stead that Egypt continue to op-
erate the canal, aided by an ir
ternational advisory body.
PROPOSALS DEAD ’

The 18-nation proposals, Nehru
declared, ‘‘were as dead as cold
mutton and rejected before the
fighting began.’

Nehru announced that India's
contingent in the United Nations
emergency force would remain in
Egypt only as long as it was
agreegble to the Egyptian govern-
ment. The international force was
not going to Egypt as a continua
tion of the Anglo-French force.

“We go there because Egypt
agreed on our going there. We re
main so long as the government
of Egypt is agreeable.

“We are not going to seize hold
of the Suez Canal but to keep more
or less to the border.”

The council of states (upper
house) approved the government's
foreign policy and defeated an op-
position amendment criticizing the
government for not taking a suf-
ficiently strong stand on Hungary
from the beginning.
