part, trom the poverty of the country in edu-
cational resources, which threw more wok,

whom was the Protestant @ rchbishop of
Dublin, Dz. Whately, whose beau ideal was a
.complete system of State Education. This
-aystem would, of course, under such guidanee,
be framed with the intention of making it as
fitle Catholic as possible, and t:aged by a
certain leazing towards a negative rationalism
in religion, or what is sometimes called
¢ general Christian.” Thesteps by whichethe
system was develcped were very gradual.
T @ necessity for local contributions was given
u;, a7d the teachers thus became wholly the
yprud officers of the board. A centspl training
schoglvas esiablished, in which teachers were
ito go through a brief course of 4raining o
wrepare them for examination. At first this
was entirely ted with residence or
anything like a complete course of education ;
it was merely a short specific training into
which the question of religious teaching
scarcely entered. Gradually this was de-
~cloped into complete training Colleges in
Dublin, undertaking the whole education of
fthe future teachers, an education which, as
weligion was excluded, was at least not res
ligious, or vegatively irreligious. These were
supplemented by Agricultural Colleges at
G asnevin, equally undertaking the whole
charge of the young and omitting religion. At
the same time the board undertook to publish,
at the cost of the State, a compleie set of
£ducational warks, and to supply them ¢o sl
schools under their care at a price that rendered

competition impcssible, and made the nomiral
freedom left to the patrons of using any (\lheri
books a fiction. Thus gradually was con.|
structed a complete system of State Education,
which entirely superseded the original plan of}
Aiding voluntary efforts in supplying education |
for the poor. A!l teachers, with few ex i
ceptions, were tra‘ued in the central sehools of |
the board.

Animmense addition yet remaned, however,
&0 be made to the system. The central train-
ing schools were, indeed, governmental iu-
stitutios ; bat the loggl poor achools
throughout the country were under local con-
trol; if little religious instruction was given
in them, the children spent the greater part
of their time with the/r families, and were open
to all the usual religious influences and teach-
ing. The Nationsl Day Schools were teaching,
not educational establishments. Our Common
Schools attempt to teaeh, not to educate.
Tenching is the instructing in one or more
branches of knowledge ; educating is forming
and instrycting the whole mind, whether it
is dome perfectly or imperfectly. A drawing
master or a mathematicsl futcr teaches a Iadl
drawing or mathematics; the latter is edie
ent-d at hoge or at school. Hence mathe-
ma cal teaching may be neither religious or
irreligious ; education is always either one or
the other. The Comm’ssoners of National
Education in Ireland went a step farther in
sppropriating to the system the entjre educa-
tion of the youth of Jreland. Fhey deter-
mined to esiablish in the different towns what
are denominated Wadel Schools. Schools for
the education of the middle classes, schools
supplying a fuller course of edueation, and
which were, in part at least, residentiary, and
in vhich, therefore, the entire education and
grainirg, moral and religious, of the inmates
must be supplied in the institution. These
schools were altogether under the corirol and
management of the Commissioners. The fears
of the Insh people were at once aroused,
They saw that it was no longer a question of
the partial teaching, but of the entire training
of youth which was to be vested in the hands
of a government naturally hostile (o the
Catholic religion. They had net probably
fully perceived, at the commencement, that
adoption of a system of State Education could
not be religious. In 1832 men had been
angous to soften she religious animosities
which existed in [reland, by briaging nup the
you b of different religions tugether, and hence
the mixed system hagd been adopted by the
Government. The first ideg bad been that the
State should so contrel the secular portion of
the instruction given in the schools as that it
should not trench on the religious convictions
of mny; but this had beer gradually changed
“into the Staw directing snd organizing the
whole education. And in the meantime the
primary object of the system had, in a great
meacure, failed to be attained. The country
schools were not mixed schools; in the
Catholic (districts were attended ex

clusively by Caiholics ; in the Progegtant dis-
tricts by Protestants. A parliamentary return,

forced or surreptitiously imposed ou his child.
It is well known, however, that between the
Catholic faith and all Protestant creeds,
there 13 a gulf which cannot be bridzed over.
dt would, therefore, be simply impossible to
adopt any religious teaching, whatever, in
mixed schools, without at once interfering
with Catholic conscience. No such teach-
ing i& aitempied, as a general rule, we
believe, in our public schools; and hence,
we have only a vague announcement of
mcral precepts, the utter futility and barren-
ness of which are evident to the most
superficial observer.  Catholies, agreeing
with  many gzealous agd enlightened
Protestants, believe that secular instruction,
adwinistered in that way, is not only vain,
but eminently pernigious ; that,in the United
Scates, it is fast undermining the Christian
faith ; that it is fast rapjdly flling thet
nation with ratiopalism ; that it is destroying
the authority of the Holy Seriptures ; that it
is educating men who prefix ** Reverend "
and uffix “) D.” to tkeir names, the more
effectually to preach covert infidelity to
Christian congregations ; that inetead of the
saving morality of the Gospel of Christ, which
reets on vevealed mysteries and supernatural
gilte, it is odering its votaries the eame old
array of the uatural virtugs or guulme,l
which pierced, like broken reeds, the sides of
sll heathen nations.

{t denominational schools are not requjred
in our midst, it puzzles ne much to under
stand why the Wesleyans should deew it
necessary to provide gne for their youth.
Should all the other denow inations, following
the example of the Wesleyans, provide de
nominational eshogls for thejr children, we
should wish to learn of what benefit and for
whose use will be the schools of the ‘“nohle
system?"*  Although we approve of the in-
tention of the Wesleyans to wrest the educa-
tion of thejr children from the State, yet we
do oot approve of their desire to found their
scshool on the model of the New Eugzlagi
* mixed schools,” more than enough of th®
baneful effects ot which is already knowp to
our readers. However, this is not our affair
but their own.

SEA-SERPENT CAPIURED AT SAINT!
PETER'S HARBOUR.

What waust hase beeu their surprise to see the
animal raise it head, in which shone two balls gf
living fire, and look directly towards themn 7 Mr.
Heudeyson, providegtislly, remembering that he
had sowe balls in his shot pouch, bastily with-
drew the shiot with which their guns were charged, |
and loaded them with ball.  He then prepared to
attack the animal by moving ¢loser to him, He
told his son to be repdy to fire at the head of the
animal the mowent Be would rise it from the
water. They noticed bim to raise his bead—they
fired simultuncously, and perceived their shots
had tagen effect, for the ammal rawed his head
und part of his huge body, elear of the water to
the height of several feet. Mr. Henderson des
cribes the auimal, when in the agonies of deathy,
as terrible to behold. At ope tune raising Lis
ponderous tail in the air, and lashing the water
with terrific fury again, writhing and twisting his
huge boby as it te free himself from the pangs of
death. After discharging their pieces nto thv,
animal, in a few minutes be becgme motionless,
when they again discharged their pweees into him, |
which eaused instantancous death. Mr Hender- |
eon then proceedod to make fyst the animal to
tow ic on shore, which after considerable difficulty
he succeeded in doing  Ou reaching the shore a
nunber of persons who were working at the
Breakwater assisted Mr. Hendersou to haul bis
prize o terra frma  Ou the animal pung mea-
sured, be was found to be twenty-three feet uine
inches long, and hie greatest circumference,
lwem)'-nim- inches ; his color wasa dark brown.
Ou being opened, it was teynd to eontgin several
trout and salmon, besides three will geese and
two ducks, in a putrifed condition. The animal
pow lays where it was bagled on shote, at the
entrance of 8t Peter’s Harbour, and crowds of
persons may be daily seen wendigg their way te
the Breakwater, to satisfy their eyriosity by look-
ing at the remains of this aquatic ruopster.—
