Notwithstanding the firman of the Sultan,
issued soon after the Crimes war, that all
forms of religion should be freely exercised
in the Ottoman Empire, several flagrant in<
stances of persecution have occurred.

Their chil-dren have been taken from them
and placed in a bigoted Moslem family.
