What's the easiest bone to
break in the body?
Apparently it's the collar bone.

it’'s the bone that gets
broken most often, says St. John
Ambulance.

A broken collar bone is usually
caused by a fall when you try to
protect yourself by throwing out
your hand. The shock travels up
your arm and breaks the weakest
point—the collar bone.

It's not too difficult to tell when
someone has a fractured collar
bone. The injured person will
hold his arm rigidly against the
side of his chest and complain of
any movement. If you run your
fingers gently along the collar
bone you will come to one spot
which is exquisitely tender.

What should you do? First of all,
don’'t move the arm. Strangely
enough, the muscles attached to
this bone will keep it adequately
splinted providing the arm is not
moved. To help nature along you
can put the forearm in a sling
and bind the upper arm to the side
of the chest. Then get the injured
person to a doctor.

Canning Strawberries

Fifteen lbs. strawberries will
yield approximately 10 medium
quart sealers of canned fruit. Esti-
mate the amount of syrup needed
for the amount of fruit you have
for canning. (Allow 1 to 1 1-2 cups
medium syrup for each quart
sealer of strawberries). Wash and
hull berries. Bring slowly to boil
i syrup.
Cover, remove from heat and
let stand one hour. Pack in sterl-
1zed jars allowing 1-2 inch head-
space for sealers. Close contain-
ers. Process pint sealers 15 min-
utes, quart sealers 20 minutes in
boiling water bath. As soon as
bubbling ceases, tighten screw or
spring top sealers (vacuum type
require no further tightening).
Cool, test for seal, and store.

Medium Syrup

Add 1 cup sugar to 1 cup water.
Bring to boil. Skim syrup 1if neces-
sary. Keep hot. Yields 1 1-2 cups.

Strawberry Preserves

Two lbs. capped, cleaned ber-
ries, 5 cups sugar, 4 tbsp. lemon
Jjuice.

Mix berries with sugar. Let
stand 3 or 4 hours. Place over
very low heat until simmering
point is reached. Add lemon
juice. Boil rapidly 10 to 12 min-
utes, or until berries are clear
and syrup is thick.

Cover and let stand overnight.
Pack cold in hot, sterilized jars.
