{small means of sustenance. They go to
their employers who advance them —if this
Act were not on the Statute Bock, they
could get short credit, but whils no means

{poor, will always get (.l‘x‘dlt— the threat to
{imprison will not make the dishonest man
lm.y nor will it pay his ueht Had heard
no complaints until now. There Lad been
too much credit, and it was wise to keep it
down, and the law had that eflect. In the
matter of Bills of Sale some good has re-
sulted, as well as harm.

Mr. Perry was surprised to hear of the
repeal cf an Act which had been one of the
chief measures of returning the Govern-

ment to power. It was the only good
measure they had passed. He was sure

that the unanimcus suppert of the Govern-
ment would be given to maintain the
measure. Had heard no complaint that
the Act was working badly. Any man giv-
ing credit, with the hope of getting paid by
means of imprisonment, should lose,
When everything is gone, of what good is it
to imprison the debtor. This country is
not retrograding. We should not go back
to the old system. Nova Scotia has lately
passed a similar Act. To abolish the Act
would be a step in the wrong direction.

exist of enforcing payment, it is poor in
vestment to give goods to that class, While |
fishing they get regular wages, but are not
provident. It i1s not too safe to trust the
buik of them, they get supplies, and when
you look for your momney, very probably
they are in some other employ. When deal-
ers feel helpless to enforce payment, the
only safe way to do is to refuse credit. It
will be in the intcrest of the poor to repeal
the Act. To a certain extent it has done
away with credit.

Mr. J. R. McLeaN said while some in-
convenience may exist, to repeal the Act
would be a retrograde movement. To re-
soact immprisonment for debt will not collect
debis. When a man has no goods and chat-
tels, it is a poor way to put him in jail.
He cannot pay his debt there, and if allow-
ed to work at his trade, yon have a chance
of getting something. What is wanted is.a
proper trustee or attachment law by which
part of the wages could be taken monthly.
He was opposed to repeal, but the County
Court Act might be amended, under which
at present you cannot capias for a smaller
amount than eight dollars.

Mr. Prowse was scarcely prepared to go
for repeal, but something should be done to
protect the creditor. System of Bills of
Sale, is a nuisance and curse to the country
and encouragement to direct frand. Debtor’s
property shonld be respousible for debt.
He has no right to make preference or trans-
ferences. When first introduced, it waa
hoped that it would have the effect of lessen-
ing credit, but instead had increased dis-
position to fraud by bills of sale, as is
proved by the large increase of these docu-
ments.

Mr. Marriz agreed regarding Bills of
Sale, althengh incouvenience arises, he
would not go in for a repeal of the Act. It
is a poor argument that any wan should
give credit depending upon imprisonment |
23 a means of collection—not in favor of
repealing the Act, but changes should be
made in the Supreme and County Court
Acts.
