Home Building industry
Can Count On Bank Loans

JIONTREAL (CP) — Canada's
y - slumping house-build
in: industry can count on govern-
mont-backed housing loans from
chastered banks again this year,
it was announced Thursday, but a
reduced amount is anticipated.

The chariered banks Thursday
agreed at a meeting with Gov-
erncr James Coyne of the Bank
o Caneda to continue govern-
ment - insured housing loans and

discussed a target of $150,000,000, |

compared  with $235,000,000 last

yoar—part of that carried over
from 1935.

involving the channelling of chart-
ered bank savings-deposit assets
into insured mort2ages and simi-
Jar longterm investments but said
“no ; conclusions can be ex-
peeted.

The meeting was held at the
Bank of Canada Building. Presi-
dent F. W. Nicks of the Canadian
Bankers Association followed it
with a statement.

Regarding housing loans, he
said the central bank promised

that “sufficient new money would
be made available to the banking
system to permit national hous-
|ing act loans to the ecatent of
| $150,000,000 to be made,” thus en-

suring that the money ‘““would not\

come out of funds available for
other banking operations.”

This assurance should allow a
‘‘reasonable number’’ of mortgage
isans this year.

(In an Ottawa statement the
| Bark of Canada said 1957 ap
proved housing loans should cover
about 15,000 units compared with
16.000 in 1956.)

Bank participation in the 1957
mortgage loan program ‘‘does not
imply concurrence with any long-
run suggestions which might in-
volve fundamental changes in the
banking system,” the CBA said.

This referred to Mr. Coyne's
proposals to swing chartered bank
savings deposits into the longterm
investment field, helping assure
more money for mortgages at a
time when other de-velopments in
Canada’s booming economy were

Whereas the farmers’ net In-
come is getting smaller from year
to year, and whereas the farmers’
fixed costs are continually rising,
and whereas gasoline has become
a necessity to lower costs of pro-
duction,

Be it therefore resolved that the
Central Farmers Institute ask the
Provincial Government to include
in the farmers’ gasoline rebate
any additional tax.

Whereas the matter of two times
in this Province has been most
confusing and of great annoyance
and loss to the rural people, and
whereas the Federation of Agri-
culture has petitioned the Provine-
jal Government to establish a uni-
form time and that it be Standard
Time, and whereas business con-
cerns in the Province are free to
open and close at any time they
wish,

Be it therefore resolved that this
Central Farmers Institute press
for one time and that it be uniform
Atlantic Standard Time.

“Simplified or loose housing for

ter with much less work.

SOME LITTLE THINGS

Some of the ‘“‘numerous little
things' that affect profit were en-
umerated by Mr. Parent including:
choice of crop varieties; liming;
drainage; treating for smut; sow-
ing clean seed; using straw; pre-
serving manure, etc.

It was Mr. Parent’s opinion
that Island products could find an
extensive market within the Mari-
time area. ‘“We in this area are
deficient in all classes of food
except, apples, potatoes, and blue-
berries,” he said.

NO MENTION OF LABOR

“I was disappointed that there
was no mention of labor legisla-
tion in the Speech from the
Throne,” said Mr. Maclsaac who
went on to point out that 50 per
cent of the population of the Island
were wage earners. He congratu-
lated the Minister of labor for his
relations with organized labor in
the Province thus far, stating that
he (the minister) was very popu-
lar with the various Labor groups.

In regard to a minimum wage
act, Mr. MacIsaac said he was
on the committee to look into this
matter and said a report would be
forthcoming before the House pro-
rogued.

The Fifth Queens member said
labor within the Province had
been asking for the deletion of
Section 12 from the Act. This sec-
tion states that any organization
which employs less than 15 men
shall not have the right to organ-
jze as a union. "This part of the
act is most unfair.”" said Mr. Mac-
Isaac. Why should it be allright
for 15 to do something and
be wrong for 14 or less to do it,
he asked.

He noted that 15 employees in
Montreal would be considered
nothing but said there were many
firms on the Island with less tham
15 employees who were being de-
nied the right to organize.
LABOURER'S UNION

Speaking of the Labourer's Pro-
tective Union in Charlottetown,
Mr. Maclsaac said they were or-
ganized in 1902. They are not affil-
fated with the Canadian Labour
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Congress but are directly undet
the Federal Department of Lab-
our.
