thiat has ever occurred in Charlottetown. Ne ex-
ertion was spared to make it so; and the expense
was regulated by a judicions but not parsimonious
spirit. It was the feeling of sll persons in the
couununity that, however much some of us wight
differ as to the desirability of a Union, there eould
be no difference s to the propriety of giving a
Lospitable receptiou to the vepresentatives of the
sister Provinces.  The Govermment, to whom we
all lovked as the proper quarter from which the
rites of hospitality should be dispensed, was slow
in doing its duty; but when once that duty was
eutered upon, we felt that we ought to aid rathe
than discourage its performance.

The nuwber in attendance was not so large as
was expeoted, but this was chiefly owing to the
late hour at which invitations were issued. The
Managing Committee had only two or three days
to wake all the necessary preparations, and it wax
impossible that invitations could reach distant
parts of the country in tane to enable all the
persons to whom they were addressed to arrange
for their due acceptance. However, as it was,

—the strong arm of England is ever ready to
be outstretched in our defence. He was
fully convinced that the great question of
Colovial Union did no: depend on the fue-
tuations incident to political parties. e
believed this question would be safe if the
political wheel in any of the Colonies were
turned to-morrow. ‘There were those in the
ranks of the Opposition in all the Colonies
who, he had no doubt, would lend their abili-
ties to the udvocacy of every measure caleu-
lated to unite the energies or elevate the
status of the Beitish North Awmerican Pro-
vinces. If we would prescrve the constitu-
tion under which we have the happiness to
live, and that British connection 80 highly
appreciated by us us all, we should lend our
aid for the eonsummation of that impertant
event, the Union of the Provinces.
