BERLIN, (Reuters) — Russia and
the West are expected to have
trouble settling the' very first
major point to come up when the
Big Four foreign mihisters meet
in Berlin next Monday—the scope
of the conference and the order
of discussion.

The West says its major point
will be reunification of Germany
on the basis of free elections.

But the first move in Soviet re-
jection of this plan already has
come from Premier Otto Grote-
wohl of East Germany, who told
German audience during the
week-end that Germany is not a
key problem.

He declared that the key topics
for the conference will be “world
peace” and the recognition of Com-
munist China as one of the great
powers.

It was tacitly agreed in dip-
lomatic exchanges between Mos-
cow and the Western capitals lead-
ing to the conference that the for-
elgn ministers themselves would
fix the agenda when they arrived
in Berlin.
