S0 falsely have some portions of history
been written so foully bave some great
events been mlsreprescull'd, $0 oulragaous-
'y haye sonie illustrious characters been
defamed that -in language which has been
very generally accepted - the distinguished
philosopher, Conut De Maistre says that,
fop the last three hundred years history
bad been a conspiragy against the truth.
If wep, writing about events of the past
ages have permitted th mselves to be con
trolled by party, natisna! or religious feel
ings, or by their passions pernaps it 1s too
much to (:xp(.'ct' that Aewspaper writers
should describe present events in any other
way than will subserve their party or per-
sonal interests.  If these wiiters have been
discarded oflice holders or ure expectants
of offive or power, then they have swong
inducements to gloss over the truth, to ex-
aggerale circymsiances, and to iujure the

waom they hope to displace.

In writing abont the Jetting of the con-
tract the writers in opposition to the Gov-
ernwent in the Putrot and Prog ess try to
show that there ig a Ring, and assert that
the Government dealt unfairly with Mr.
U Brien and put the Colony to the loss of
L30.000 in erder to give the contract to
svme favorite, or member of the so called
Ring. Before the tenders were given in,
these papers had this for a hobby. It was
their theory. The first definite statement
wiven publiuly, that the Governwment were
in cellusion with contractors to subserve
their own purposes, was made by Mr. John
Matheson, in his el ctioncering card when
he opposed Hon. S. F Perry.
