| THE STATE OF TRADE,

R. G. Dun & Cs review of trade savs:
Dun’s Review is enabled, by the kindness
! of several thousands of manufacturers who
have forwarded statements of their pay
rolls for November of this year, in 1893
and 1892, to make a very encouraging
comparison of the earnings for that month,
which shows an increase in the total pay-
ments of 15.6 per cent. over last year.
but a decrease of 18.3 per cent. in com-
paricon with 1892. The- statement of
hand= employed #hows that in the same
establischments 10.2 per cent. more per-
aons were employed than a year ago, but
8 6 per cent lesa than in 1892. The aver-
age of earnings for over 250.000 hands is 4
per cent. Jarger than in 1893, but 14} per
cent. less than in 1492, and this state-
ment takes no account of the hours of
working in the months compared, or of
the establishments not working at all this
year.

In tome of the indnstries more hands
are at work than in 1892, bnt in others the
decrease is large. With the other state-
mente which are now being received
daily, a more exact comparison will be
possible. The detailed reports regarding
the chief industries are not altogether eus
couraging.

The iron output increased during the
month of November, and was 168,762 tons
weekly to December first, against 162,666
from November first, but the increase in
stocks unsold was 50,149 tons, which aver-
age 11,700 tons per week, indicating that
the increase in production during the
mouth of November was not supported by
the demand for vroducts. Accordiugly,
prices have been d «lining, s

I boots and shoe< the shipments con-
*inue to exceed those of last year, accord-
mgzto the Shoe and Leather Reporter, being
135,899 cases for the two weeks of Decem-
ber against 93,952 la<t year, and new orders
are coming fairly, but the endeavors of the
manufacturers to obtain a slizht advanece
in prices has cau hesitation, and in
some quarters reduction or canceliation of
orders,

The textile manufacturers are, on the
whole, weaker, although =ales of wool for
the pa-t week, in part for speculative pur-
poses, have been larger one year or two
years ago, ana for two weeks of December
have been 9,610,200 Ib<., against 7,857,
200 Jast year, and 10,628,000 in 1892,

The failures for the past weck have
been 349 in the United States, against 399
last year, and 40 in Canada, agamnst 49
last year.

On the Pacific coast general business is
rather better than previously. Portland,
Oregon, announces a good country de-
mand, and San Francisco that the recent
rains have greatly helped the outlook for
Cal fornia wheat, although exceptionally
heavy stocks on hand tend to depress the
quotations.

The wheat stocks in the United States
have begun to decrease earlier than cus-
tomary, and the price of wheat may be af-
fected by this movement if sustained with-
in the next few weeks. The reports of
wheat (flour included as wheat) from both
coasts of the United Staies (Canada nore)
amount to 2,536,000 bushels, agsinst 3,
411,000 bushels last week and 3,217,000
bushels in the week last year. Two years
ago the total was 3,277,000 bushels, three
years ago it was 5,495,000 Lushels, but in
the second week of Dec. 1890, it was: only
2,171.000 bushels, X
Toronto reports trale guiet, with no
prospect for recovery until the new vear.
Swck-taking there, as at Montresl, con-
stitutes the feature at the moment. Un-
favorable weather further checks the trade
in the province of Quebec. Little or no
effect is reported at Mon'real of the finan-
cial erisis in Newfoundland, “cnly a few
houses being slightly interested.” In
Newfoundland business is at & standst.li.
Nearly all wage earners are out of employ-
ment, and wages are being paid in provi-
sious instead of cash.

Trade in Nova Beotia is dall, but collec-
tions are up to the average.

The number of the business failures
from the Capadian domiunion this week is
34, agains=t 33 last week, 46 in the week a
year ago, and 30 two years ago.

The financial crash in Newfoundland,
and practical suspension of busimess hav-
ing  been caused by few actual
buriness failures, and  temporary
stoppage of almost all of commerciel
payments  there is not to be
construed as evidence of insolvency.

Fortunately, how-
ever, an extra precaution was adopted by
the manufacturers in stamping the name
“ Priestley’s ” and the length on every
five yards, so that ladies who want these
goods can be sure they are getting tham.

On February 5 the British Parliament
will be called together, and the indica-
tions are that the elections will not be long
delayed hereafter. There isa well ground
ed belief that Lord Rosebery will not be
able to hold his party ia office, or, in fact,
hold them together for the session.
