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Turnip Marketing

During the week a committee
from the Federation met with a
committee of turnip dealers to dis-
cuss the past, present and possible
(uture of the turnip industry.

1t would be fair to admit that a
solution to all the questions was
not found, but there was general
agrcement on the nature of the
problems and evidence of willing-
ness on the part of all to work out
a solutionr.

Much of the discussion centered
around the necessity of putting up
a good quality product, uniform in
crade, and in clean sacks. To ach-
jeve this it was felt that all tur-
yips should be put up in ware-
l.ouses where better control could
be had.

1t was remarked that many
growers are sewing turnips very
carly, In the hope of catching a
profitable market at the beginning
of the season, this is a limited
market and many of the early tur-
nips alter growing over a very long
period become woody and are
quite unsatisfactory for sale, when
offered by themselves or mixed up
with the June planted crop.

From a quality standpoint only
very few turnips should be planted
hefore the latter part of June.

In respect to turnip seed farm-
ors are urged to plant for com-
mercial purposes only the best
Maritime grown Laurentian seed.
At A later date we hope to make
available additional information on
the best methods to be followed
in producing a desirable article.

At the next meeting the ques-
tien of markets and marketing will
be gone into, in an attempt to
work out a plan designed to devel-
op our markets, to supply the av-
ailable market in an orderly way,
and to insure both the grower and
dealer of a reasonable return —a|
condition which evidently does;
not exist at the moment.

Beef And Pork

Recent price increases in pork
and declines in beef will likely
have a marked effect upon the re-
lative amounts of each consumed.
Statistics for the past twenty
vears prove that when beef was
one half times the price of pork
that only sixty nine pounds of beef
were eaten per one hundred pounds
of pork.

When the price of beef is sixty
nine per cent of the price of pork
one and one half times as much
beef is eaten.

In between those figures & one
ser cent change in the price of
oeef relative to the price of pork
results in a one per cent change in
he opposite direction in consump-
Jon,

Present price levels would sug-
gest that consumption of beef will
likely be on the increase.

Margarine Sales Tax

Last week we mentioned that
the Senate has under considera-
tion removal of the ten per cent
sales tax on margarine. Appar-
ently, the idea gained little sup-
port, evidently more and more gov-
erning bodies are realizing that
vegetable oil substitutes have been
given ample leeway and that the
dalry industry is of sufficient im-

portance to merit consideration
and reasonable protection.
Dairymen will appreciate the

action of the Senate, but must re-
alize that there will be no let up
in the fight to keep the dairy in-
dustry in it's rightful position.

Dairy Advertising

Last Priday night O.J.W. Shugg,

Director of Publicity and Adver-
tising for the Dairy Farmers of
Canada met with a small group
too small in fact) of dairy repre-
sentatives to outline what is being
done {n promoting the sale of
dairy products and in {improving
public relations with the consum-
er.

The success of this short course
proves once again that a Farm
Forum is a nuclues around which
to cpnstruct community effortsand
educational progress.

Good Seed

Most farmers can see the results|
of using good breeding stock in
their herds and flocks; however,
the result of using inferior seed is
not always so apparent {n field
crops.

Economizing in buying the cheap-
er or inferior article usually costs
far more in the long run than any
saving effected. Like produces like
and this holds true for grains,
grasses, clovers, vegetables, etc.

There is likely more room for
improvement in the quality of
grain used for seed than in other
crops; recent surveys by the De-
partment of Agriculture prove that
carelessness with seed grains isfar
too apparent and is costing real
money in lowered yields and an
inferior product.

Mr, William Matthews was a

This mission comprises the dis-

tricts of Cherry Valley, Gallows
Point, Lake Verde, Avondale,
Glencoe, Village Green, Summer-

ville, Fairville, Alberry Plains, Or-
well and Uigg.

The third church was erected

when Father John MacDonald of
Glanaladale was in charge of all
the eastern parishes of the Island
It stood on the north side of the
road, and was a frame building
40 ft. by 25 ft. It was enlarged
by Father Brady during his occu-
pancy of the mission; he also
built a sanctuary and transept
which gave the church a cruci-
form shape. The foundation stone
of the existing church of St
Joachim was laid in 1877, the
sermon on that occasion was
preached by Rev. Dr. Cornelius
O’Brien, now Archbishop of Hali-

fax.

The church is a magnificent
edifice built of red brick. It is
one hundred and twenty-five feet
in length by sixty-two feet In
breadth.

It was consecrated by the
Bishop of Charlottetown in 1879,
and solemnly dedicated in the
month of August of that year,

This latter ceremony was atiend-
ed by a large number of clergy-

men, Bishop Walsh of London,
Ontario, delivered the oration.

The church of St. Joachim
stands on an elevated situation

commanding a fine view of
surrounding country; exteriorly it
is a very imposing structure, The
interior of the church is frescoed;
on the gospel side, the scenes
portrayed by thc artist's brush are
taken from the life of our Lord;
on the epistle side, they are from
the life of our Lady.
The altar which was bullt by
Mr. Newson of Charlottetown,
after a plan by Mr. P, Ford of
Boston, is very elegant In de-
sign and coloring. It was paint-
ed by the late Mr. John Murphy
of Charlottetown. .
The sanctuary behind the altar
is in the form of the ancient
apse; it is lighted by three stain-
ed glass windows; above each of
these windows is a medallion; that
over the central window being a
representation of St. Joachim; the
other two portraying St. John the
Evangelist and St. Matthew, At
the gospel side of the apse is a
large frescoe of the apparition of
our Lord to Blessed Margaret
Mary Alacoque; at the epistle end
is one of the agony of our Lord
in the Garden of Gethsemane.

This gala occasion did not arrive
unheralded or unobserved by all
but farmers alone. It was an event
of major importance in the fan-
fare of City life, Newpapers adver-:
