Suez Canal transit fees were
Jdast revised in July, 1954, The
rate was fixed at 3¢ Egyptian pi-
astres (about 98 cents) a ton for
laden vessels and 155 piastres
(about 45 cents) a ton for vessels
unleftien.

At the Panama Canal the toll
for merchant vessels is about 90
cents a ton for laden vessels and
around 72 cents for empty ships.

Suez is twice as long as Panama
but is less complicated. It is ne-
cessary to raise and lower ships
more in passage across the Isth-
mus of Panama than in passage
across the Egyptian desert.
