AnmericaN Senvice o Rossian BeLLiGe-
rents.—It will he recollected, that the
schooner Carolne B. Foote, fi
bound for Hakadodi by the way of §
changed her route on arriving at the luttel
phcu for the purpose of conveying to Petr
panlowski a Russian Adwiral and sai
who hud been wrecked on the coast of Jupa
near Simoda.

‘T'he Captain who was also the owner, ot a
bonus of $1,000 for the voyage, and offered
his seamen $6 a month increase in their
wages, but they refused to work for that ;
and required also, as the vessel took arms
and ammunition as well as men, that the
capt. should give them n written instrument
holding them harmless in case of capture.

This being denied, they refused to work the
ship, when they were put on bread and
water and the vessel manned by the xailors
of the Russian admiral.  On their arrival at
Petropaulowski, they were taken into custo-
dy by Russian soldiers at the instigation of
their own captain, and confined in a damp
and unhealthy prison, without bedding.
the space of four or five days. The alter-
native was finally presented them of being

the vessel. They accepted the latter alter-
native, returned with the vessel to Japan,
and thence to San Francisco.

Upon their arrival at the latter port, they
brought ae action without delay in the Uni-
ted States’ Court against the schooner for
increase of wages : and the court decided
in their favor, ng them $100 per month
from the time of deviation in the voyage.
