»- Men today are becoming ever

more aware of these truths, More

< and more are men examining our
educational systems. All kinds of
¢ Teforms are being suggested and
“ inaugurated. Education is a topic
of general interest.

Since, in the experience of the
human race, morals have never
peen successfully divorced from re-
hgion, this column has previously
called attention to the truth that
any attempt to separate education
(rom religion can never prove sat-
isfactory. Today's article is devoted
to another fundamental education-
al error. For some years now cer-
‘fain leaders in _the educational
field have been high-lighting this
error, but widespread  knowledge
and understanding of it 1s still
sadly lacking.

The rapid progress of the posi-
tive sciences in the modern era,

their ever growing importance in
the every day life of man, but a
misunderstanding, has led

pragic
to the disintegration of truly hu-

man education. The humanizing
and liberalizing subjects that dom-
inated past educational systems
felt their position threatened by
the upstart positive sciences. A
tragic and unnecessary conflict of
the “Arts” and “Sclences” followed.
To defend their own position the
«arts” decided it was necessary to
pecome “scientific”. As 8 result
educatio~ was ~reorganized from
the ground up into the teaching
of highly - specialized and “sclen-
tific” subjects.
Educators no longer had a com-
mon task — the education of @
. man. Indeed, the well-rounded
educated man has become threat-
ened with extinction. Instead, the
aim of each department in a high-
Iy departmentalized educational
cvstem was to turn out experts in
their own special field. The educa-
tion of man disintegrated into the
attempted training of experts.
This reorganization of education
coincided with the widespread dif-
fusion of education as the only
hope for a truly democratic socie-

ty. The experiment was bound to
fail, In spite of fond hopes of lov-
ing parents, few, it any of the chil-
dren of men can hope to become
experts in all the fields of adult
sclentific knowledge.

Such being the case the tempta-
tion' today is to despair of any edu-
cation of man as man, The ideal
of a truly liberal education for all
the sons of men is in danger of
being completely abandoned as an
unrealizable ideal.

It is essential that men realize
that to abandon lberal education
is to relegate true democracy to
the same scrap-heap of unrealiz-
able idelas. Without generally im-
parted liberal education demo-
cracy bécomes impossible. There
can be no government of the peo-
ple, by the people, for the people.
Gover t too b the

highly specialized field of a few
trained experts.
It will be objected, of course,

that the attempt to give all men a
liberal education has in point of
fact falled. To come down to par-
ticulars, all Ontario’s children are
unable to profit by exposure to the
liberal arts courses of our matric-
ulation system in preparation for
our universities, And the inevit-
able conclusion seems to be that
it is necessary to screen the stu-

dents according to their “apti-
tudes”.
The only common education

from which all can profit is ele-
mentary training in reading, writ-
ing and arithmetic.

Have we not discovered in prac-

tice the impractibility of forcing
all children to take the llberal
education of our High School

Matriculation and Liberal Arts
College System?

But this is simply to fail to
realize the disintegration of truly
liberal and human education that
unnecessarily followed the rise to
importance ‘of the positive of the
sciences. There need have been no
conflict between the “Arts” and
“Sciences.” Science has its proper
place among the Liberal Arts. It
was not necessary that the “arts”
become “scientific.’ The great mis-
take was to think that the whole
tield of education was cancerned
only with sclentific training in
specialized flelds. Such education
belongs only at the adult level of
higher education. It is not at all
the business of educators at the
elementary and secondary levels—
precisely the field for true Liberal
Education. When education at all
levels broke down into unintegrat-
ed groups of highly specialized de-
partments liberal education ceas-
ed to exist.

Today the very memory of true
liberal education is fading from

the minds of men. And the con-
fusion becomes ever more con-
founded. Liberal education does

not consist in being exposed to
highly specialized and “scientific”
treatment even if “liberal” sub-
jects any more than in exposure to
simlar treatment of sciences -or
mechanical skills, Nor can Yyou
liberalize training in science and
mechanical skills by also exposing
the subjects to the highly special-
ized and “sclentific” treatment of
“liberal” subjects.

Liberal education is the human
awakening of a child of man. It is
not the training of experts, not
even of experts in the Liberal
Arts. It is an education to which
all the children of men. have the
right to aspire. It is an education
for which, simply as children of
men, they have the capacity, and
from which, as children of men,
they can benefit. It is an educa-
tion without which democracy
can not long endure.

Until men relearn what liberal
education is, until the voices of a
relatively few educational prop-
hets crying in the wilderness are
heard and understood, until then
educational reforms are bound to
be superficial and destined to give
but illusory results.
