the object of the greatest interest. Bat
the opinions have always differed very
widely, and no two minds held one and
the same. Already in ancient times
the belief prevailed that the moon was
inhabited by some higher organized, in
telligent beings, somewhat resembling

man, and in erder to communicate with
them, the carthly enthusiasts planted
rows of trees several miles in length so
as to torm the figure of the Pythagor-
eah theorem. The celebrated astro

nomer Schroder, in the beginning of
the present century, fancied that he
could detect places on the surface of
the moon, which periodically grew
lighter and darker, and from this fact
he derived the conclusion that the phe

nomenon was the proof of existing
vegotation. During the last few decades
however, the idea of life on the moon
has been heid up to ridicule, and total-
ly scorned by men of learning. But,
nevertheless, it has proved to be cor-
rect.

By accident Dr. Blendmann found
that thé observations of the moon gave
but very uasatisfactory results, owing
to the intensity of the light power of
the moon’s atmosphere, which is =0
strong that it affects the correctness of
the observations in a very high degree.
He then conceived the idea to make the
object-glass of the refractor less sensi-
tive to the rays of light, and for that
purpose he darkened 1t with the smoke
of camphor. It took months of experi-
menting before he succeeded in finding
his right degree of obscurity of the
giass, and when finally found he then
with the retractor took a very accurate
photo of the moon’s surface. This he
placed in a sun microscope, which gave
the picture a diameter of 553 feet. The
revelation was most startling. 1t per-
fectly overturned all hitherto entertain-
ing ideas of the moon’s surface. Those
level plains which formerly beld to be
oceins of water proved to be verdant
fields,and what formerly were consider-
ed mountains turned out deserts of sand
and oceans of water. Towns and habi-
tations of all kind were plainly discer-
nible, as well as signs of industry and
traffic. The learned professor’s studies
and observations of old Luna will be re-
peated every full moon when the sky is
clear, and we venture to predict that
the time is not far off when we shall
know more about the man in the moon
and as being an agent in English poli-
ties.
