DISTRESS IN THE UNITED STATES,

A late despatch from  Boston says:
Each day the plans of the Citizens’
Committee are beginning to assume more
definite shape, and to-morrow will see a
practical beginning.

The men vho work on the streets will
probably be given six days on and six
days off, and the pay will be $1.50 a day.
As a week of work will alternate with ‘a
week of idleness the pay will average only
$150 a week. This plan is the beginning
of & work that will be carried on on an ela
borate seale and which, it is believed, will
insure to every citizen of Boston a living
during the winter months. As many as a
dozen organizations have the matter in
hand, nmf:ll will operate on similar lines.
