Last week
I saw two Massachusetts hunters
who had been hunting a full week
in the province check out with
their take. They had 20 Huns and
three pheasants between them- at
an estimated cost of $40.00 per
bird, Yet we have resident hunt-
ers who advocate prohibiting Am-
erican hunters from entering the
province. Some even go so far as
to include all non-residents n the

hunting embargo. I wonder how
we would feel if the {ables werc
turned and no “Islanders” were

allowed to hunt outside theiwr own
province, Here is something to re-
member: This is only a small
world and no Province liveth to
itself alone.
