A FATAL

Dwelling House Burned and Three Chil-
dren Cremated.

PertH, Victoria Co., N. B., July 20.—
Three children lost their lives here on
Saturday night by the burning of Mr.
Hazen Steeves’ house. The victims were
the children of Mr. Steeves.

Mr. Steeves and his family, cousisting
of & wife and five children, lived in a two-
story log house. Mrs, Steeves and the
children slept upstairs, and Mr. Steeves

on a lounge in the lower flat. Some time
after all had retired, Mr. Steeves was
awakened by a #mell of smoke and saw a |
blaze in the corner near the kitchen. The |
flames were working rapidly towards him

and he had to act quickly. His first |
thoughis were of his family, who had been |
awakened by his cries of fire,

The stairs leading to where they slept |
were all ablaze in a second and Mr.
Steeves dare not ascend them, He hauled |
a table to the middle of the room, jnmped |
npon it and attempted to pull the boards |
from the ceiling, They were too securely |
fastened and he bad togive up the attempt.
The oldest boy, aged 17, jumped down
through the flames which enveloped the |
atairs, and was so badly burned that he |
died on Sunday. A five-year-old boy fell
down the etairs into his father’s arms and
was terribly barned. A seven-year-old
boy was unable to get beyond the room in
which he bad slept and his charred re-
maios were found next day.

She quickly fullowed and |
took the child to a place of safety. Then
she thought of her four-year-old girl who |
had been in bed with her, but before the |
mother could enter the building the upper
floor gave away.

— The
funeral services over the remains of ex- |
governor Russell were hell to-day at 10.20

the route of the procession. At the city
hall the body lay in state from 12 until 3
o’clock, and was viewed by forty thousand
people.

‘Carter's for Wall Paper

CRETAN TROUBLE,

A Conference of the Great Furopean Pow-
ers is Now Proposed,

Berriy, July 20.—Prince Bismarck’s

opinion upon the Cretan question, as given
by the ex-Chancellor in an interview pub-
lished in the Neue Free Presse of Vienna,
that it is interesting him less than did the
small plot of land in his garden, is being
widely quoted by the German prese and
quite extensively commented upon. This
opinion, however, is not shared in the
Foreign Office, where the expected devel-
opments of the situation are best appre- |
ciated, nor is it shared by the Emperor, |
who, during his Western trip, spent some ’
time sending and receiving telegrams on
the subject. Until recently German
diplomacy kept him in the background as
far as Cretan matters were concerned, and
the German ambassador at Constantinople,
Baron Saurma Von Jotlzech.  has
acted strictly in  accord with the
Austrian  ambassador to  Turkey,
in  his intercourse with the Porte,
aiming at the maintenance of the Turkish
regime in Crete with modifications favor-
able to the inhabitants of that island. The
tide of affairs, however, has now changed,
and there is high authority for the state-
ment that negotiations are in progress for
the calling of a conference of the European
powers to consider the advisability of con-
certed interference.  Some of the Paris
newspapers indeed announce that M,
Henotaux, Minister of Foreign Affaire, has
actually made a direct proposal, that such
a conference be convened, but the rumor
bas been semi-officially denied. Still semi-
official statements are not always, if even
often correct. Whether M. Honotaux has
really initiated active regotiations looking
to the calling of a conference or not it is a
fact that communications are being ex-
changed among some of the powers with a
view of bringing about a settlement of the
Cretan trouble. The difficulty lies in the
scope of the suggested conference. All the
powers are now convinced that the Cretans
will no longer submit to the absolute au-
thority of the Turks, and they fear an ex-
tension of the rising of the islanders to
Macedonia and the consequent precipitation
of the whole eastarn question to an acute
stage. The powers constituting the Drei-
bund—Italy, Germany and Austria—toge-
ther with England, will accept a conference
if it shall be limited to the consideration
of a settlement of the troubles in Crete, It
is only Russia and France that wanta
wider basis of consideration. In the
mweantime the Porte steadily cvpposes all
intervention on the part of the powers.
The general belief n diplomatic circles
here, however, is that a conference will be
a‘ranged upon the terms laid down by the
Dreibunp powers, and tbat it will be held
in  Constantinople if the Porte will
consent to it, and probably in Vienna if
the Turkish Government refuses to have
it meet in the Turkish capital.
