I feel
quite @ new man since my trip there, it
built me up wonderfully. I have not
seen enough of it yet, and shall try and
go back there next fall. A remarkable
thing is the conteuted feeling of every
one I met. There is no grumbling. It
is quite natural for many people to
grumble; you know (smiling), especially
for Englishmen, but I did not heara
single grumble. The air is invigorat-
ing, bracing, and tends to hopefulness
and euergy.’

‘But the winter
severe?’

‘As to that I made enquiries of a great
many Ontario people whom I met there
and you kuow the Ontario climate is
much milder than farther east. They
say they don’t mind it at all; they find
less discomfert than in the rain and sleet
storms of Outario, where one working
out doors must hare wet clothes and wet
feet. They say that there is scarcely a
day but they can work out of doors all
winter, andit is their own fault if they
dou’t put on clothes enough to keep
warm.’
‘What are our prospects as regards

immigration?’
‘ We are doing fairly well this year,

and I hope shall do much better next
year. It takes time to produce resultsin
this matter. The Americans had so
zreatly the start of us, and had worked
the immigration feld so thoroughly, that
they had got the stream turned toward
their ccuutry, but ence the richness and
the vast resources of the Canadian North
West become known it must attract an
increasing share of immigratiou.

The reports from Orel, a proviace of
Central Russia, show that diphtheria
still prevails in that distressed commuu-
ity. No outbreak of which the history of
the place has any record has been worse
than this. Itis actually stated by the
local doctors that in seveuty-seven cases
out of a hundred the persous attacked by
the disease die. It attacks all classes
and bafiles the skill of the oldest phy-
sicians, The epidemic has not eeriously
affected the adjoining provinces so far,
and as the boundari:s of Orel are
exceediagly irregular many of the out-
lying districts are yet unaitacked. The
Province covers about 20,000 square
miles, and is one of the most thickly
populated in Central Russia, containing
no less ‘han 1,500,000 people. Thesoil
is productive, and there are rich mines
of iron and copper ore and other miner-
als. ‘The people are panic-stricken and
all who can doso are flying for ay to
other parts of the country. The des-
patches received are by no means full,
but the scenes now being evacted in the
devoted province must be distressing be-
yond description.
