When Mr, Johnson returned, it appeared
that the trial of Rankin was not to pro.
ceed, neither was anything douwe towards
bripging Jagues to trial, and singular to
relate, although, afterwards, a second pre-
sentment was made against Rankin, yet
nothing wa8 ever done to bring him before
the Court. In fact it was currently re-
ported that the Attorney CGeneral would
innne&iu!e‘xy be suspendeld, if he presumed
to bring Rankin to trial.

On - the 6ih March, the General Meeting
for Queen's County was held at Charlotte-
town, and was uumerously attended; but
owing to the seasom of the year, and the
state of the roadsdrom the depth of suow,
as well as the varibus exiraordinary exer-
tions that were resorted to for the purpose
of keeping persons from attending, not so
great a number was present as might
have been <expected. The proceedings of
the meeting were conducted with the
greatest regularity. A number of resolu-
tions were brought forward, and passed
without one dissenting voice, containing
various charges agaiust His Excellency
Lieutenant Governor Charles Douglas
Smith, and a Committee was appointed to
embody the whole in g petition to the
King.

The general meeting for King's County
took place at St. Peter’s Bay on the 13th
March, and was numerously attended. It
also was conducted with the utmost de-
corum, and a number of resolutions were
adopted, embracing part of those agreed to
at Charlottetown, with others, on subjeots
particularly affecting the inhabitants and
land holders of King’s County. These
resoluticns were then formed into a petition
to the Throne, concluding, as the petition
from Queen's County did, with an humble
prayer for enquiry into the facts, and the
removal of the Lieutenant Governor from
his office.

The meeting held at Princetown on the
20th March adopted similar resolutions;
but in addition to praying for the removal
of the Lieut.-Governor, they also asked
that Chief J.;stice Tremlett should be re-
moved.

The resolutions adopted were ajterwards
published in the columns of the Prince Ed-
ward Island Register, and were signed by
the following committee, viz : John
Stewart, Donald McDonald, Paul Mabey,
John McGregor, Wm Dockendorff, Thomas
Owen and Mr. Rollings, who were em-
powered to embody them in a petition to
King George the Fourth, concluding with
a prayer for redress and the removal of
Governor Smith. The committee were also
to send the same round the country for the
signature of His Majesty’'s loyal subjects,
the land-holders and house-hollers thereof,
and to transmit the same to the foot of the
Throne. Among the resolations that were
passed, the one that afterwards became best
known was the following :—

Mr. Bions, a promiuent lawyer of that
time, appeared before the Chancellor for
the committee, and -ably defended the
action taken on behalf of the people. After
the question had been argued before His
Excellency, the Chancellor of the Court of
Chancery said **ths paragraphs alluded to
reflected on the officers of the court and the
court " ; and pronounced the publication of
them to be a flagrant contempt of the court,
leaving all other matters to be sdjudicated
by a court of criminal jurisdiction. At-
tachments absolute against the seven per-
sons named were then issued. The attach-
ments were returnable on the 25th October,
and on the 27th the court met. On motion
of Mr. Palmer, the six gentlemen who were
then at the bar in custody of the sheriff
were ordered to be committed fo the cus-
tody of the sergeani-at-arms, after which
the court immediately adjourned. Mr.
tiodgson (the lave Sir Robert), who was
also one of the counsel for the prisoners,
was out of his place speaking with the pri-
soners at the time the crier proclaimed the
adjournment, and Mr. Binns had aot ar-
rived. The Attorney-General (Mr. John-
ston) having, however, noticed this, men-
tioned the fact to the Chancellor, saying
that perhaps the prisoners wished to be
heard before the court adjourned. Me.
Palmer having objected to their being
heard in any way before they cleared their
contempt, Mr. Johaston said it was a new
doctrine for him to hear, that persons
brougiit up as prisoners under attachments
could not be heard. 1f they would not be
heard now they could be by motion or
petition. On bearing this, the sudience
burst out into a shout of applause, which
continued for about a minute, The Chan-
cellar, as soon as order was restored, said
the only way in which he would hear them
was by petition ; he, however, allowed the
court to be re-opened. Mr Binns then
applied, on behalf of the prisoners, for a
final judgment, and argued that as the

On the
28th the prisoners, having been taken by
the sergeant-at-arms from the custody of
the sheriff, presented a petition to His Ex-
cellency praying that they might be brought
before the court to receive final judgment.
To this an answer was given on the 30th,
stating that His  Excellency did
not inten:! 1, again attend the court on that
business until he was assured that
the jodgment passed would be enforced.
At the same time he ordered that the day
fees should be discontinued, and the peti-
tioners were then set at hiberty. So ended
this most remarkable attempt of the Gover-
nor of a Colony, not only to muzzle the
press, but also to preveat the subject from
laying his grievance at the foot of the
Throue. Mr, John Stewart having success-
fully carried out his mission to England,
and liid the petitions he was entrusted
with before His Majesty,—on May 22,
1824, the gratifying news was received by
the arrival of the ship King David, at
Souris, that a new Governor and a new
Chief Justice had been appointed. The
new Governor was Col. John Ready, who
had been Secretary to the Duke of Rich-
mond, and who afterwards did so much to
advance the prosperity of the Colony; and
his arrival was most heartily welcomed by
the great majority of the people.
