Mr. Banks, in oTerins the resolution, said|
that a bill had ceceatly come before the House
of Lords, in Eazland, contemyp ating the estab.
hishment of an emire in the Biitish provinees,
wiieh might hereafter sarpass in power that of
Eigland hersolf, or might equal that of the|
United States, o as had been well said by its
naver, be second vuiy to that of Russia. The |
Jesislature of Maine, wmore inierested in the
movement than any other state, had through
its committee oy federal velations made a report |
udverse to that project, which 1eport he would !
nsk to bave to the house. The stage into |
which that hill had passed in the House of|
Joreds was the most important of auy of the |
sisges throush which bills pass in a legislative |
chamber, as all its fundamenta principles were |
in consideration. He did uot doubt that the |
people of this comntry wonld look with intense |
solicitude upon the progress of this great move-
maent in the Briusk provinces, which contem-
plated the establishweut of an empire formed |
vn moaarchical prucioles,—3o framed as to|
oontrol the public opinion—and which could
not fail to have in the future & matenal if not
& controlling inlusuce and power over the
affuirs of the American coatinent.

M. Eldeidge (dem., \¥is.) remarked that it|

Banks replied that he did not contem
plate any present action, but simply the appoint
ment of a committee to which the subject
mizht be referred; he moved the vrevicus
yuestion on the adoption of the resolution. |

advice and correction when his flock have been
led into any extraordinary folly, and to reprove
| and rebuke them if they have perpetrated any
lextraordinary crime, It is also his duty, if
| they sutfer unmerited disgrace, to justify them
las far as he is ubie. Now, since we met here
last Sunday some people in Kerry have beeu
betrayed into an uct of maduess, whieh we may
safely say is without a parallel in the annals ot
lunacy. I shouid have thought that, consider-
ing the spacious wccommodation afforded by
our lunatic asylum, aud the facility alforded Ly
our board of governors, that there were few
dangerous lunatics yet at large 1 this county.
But I am sorry to say I was mistaken. It
would seem that some dozens of that class left
i the town of Cahirciveen on Wednesday evening
with the avowed object of making war on the
Queen of England, and of upsetting the British
ISmpire. I think there is not one inmate of the
asylum who would not hold his sides for laugh-
ter if he heard 1it.  Now, if this were only folly
we mizht be satislied to deplore it, but these
i people werve answernble to God for their con-
j duct, for they had, Iregret to say, sense enough
{ to know what they were doing was a grievous
terime.  Itis just twelve months ago since I
‘e.\'plain(-d at considerable length n wmy last
{ Leuten pastoral deep guiltiness of rebellion
{ against luwul authority, so they canuot plead
{ that they were not instructed and forewarned.
They resisted the ordinance of God, and by so
doing they purchased for themsel ves daniation.

When this band of rebels
met him they demanded the papers that had
been entrusted to his keeping by his superiors,
but the brave, the noble minded man, who pre-
ferred his duty to his life, boldly answered no
and fearlessly rushed through that erowd, where,
we are told, there were sixty to one. If they
had the courage to expose themselves to one
sabre cut they mizht have dragged him off his
horse and taken his despatches.  They let him
pass—the man they dure not face in front—and,
standing ut his back, they shot him. The
hlood-zuiltiness of the act is surpassed only by
it3 baseness and its cowardice. But, then, we
see in the midst of this horrid scene the beauty
of a living #ith, When that Christian man
lay weltering in his blocd on the road side, he
turned to bis murderers, and he who a minute
hefore refused to ask his life, or even to take
it at the expense of duty, asked them if there
was one Catholic amongst them to bring hima
priest; aud this &t least we must say to their
