IN THE .SOUTH

Nature holds numberless mys-
teries. Oertain people use their en-
tire time trying to solve puzzles
oftered by the inhabitants of Bird-
land, but many of these problems
are too deep for man's brains, Why
do some birds fly north in spring
while others of the very same
species remain continually in or
near the troplos? Why do our birds
of summer spend their winters in
warmer regions and very few
feathered folk of the south temper-
ate zone migrate to the troplcs
when the season*of cold comes
upon them?

The Great Blue Heron, that
splendid looking shore bird which
preeds in Canada, has the closest
of relatives, other QGreat Blue
Herons, scattered all the way down
the North American Continent to
southern Mexico. Similarly, when
the little Spotted Sandpiper, so
familiar to us, s nesting in
scanada, other Spotted Sandpipers
wre at the same business between
here and southern Loulsiana. The
Shoveler, a kind of Duck, breeds as
far north as Hudson Bay and
Alaska, but also as far south as
Lower* Oalvi*fotxﬁa. Stranger still,
there are Pled-billed Grebes found
nesting from Nova ‘Scotia to
southern Argentina, near the far
end of South America.

The same thing s true of
many song birds. Both Bluebirds
and Chipping Sparrows breed from
northern Ontarlo to Honduras,
near the Panama Canal. Predators
also are not restricted to one little
spot at the nesting perlod: Co-
oper's Hawks can be found from
Nova Scotia to Florida and Ospreys
from Newfoundland right across
the continent and as far south as
Argentina and Chile In ‘the
southern Hemisphere, Not one of
these birds remains in Canada dur-
Ing the winter. ANl join their own
tind in the South.

Birds of the south temperate
zone seldom leave home at all, and
practically none come up here for
their holidays in the way our Barn
Swallows, Bobolinks, and Golden
Plovers go down ‘there for a vaca-
tion. Pengulins never move far from
the South Pole. Extremely few
birds that spend the southern
winter (which is June to Septem-
ber) in the tropicsa go south to
nest in Argentina when, in Decem-
ber, it is summer there. It is a
curious fact that the general trend.
in both Rastern and Western
Hemispheres, seems to be for
northern migration at breeding
time,

Possibly one answer to these pus-
tles may be found by looking at
