In Washington Senator Richard
L. Neuberger (Dem.-Ore.) Mon-
day renewed on the Senate floor
his request for a special inquiry
into the publication of charges
about Norman.

Neuberger said in his brief floor
speech that the circumstances of
Norman's death had ‘‘cast a sha-
dow over the traditionally close
and friendly mutual relations of
the United States and Canada.”

My theory is fortified by th is
example hand which I have used
many times with pupils who are
about average in skill, but who
more often than not fail to play
the four heart contract correctly.

The play usually goes like this.
Declarer wins the diamond lead
with the ace, crosses to dummy
with a spade, and leads the jack
of hearts, losing the finesse to
West.

Back comes the jack of dia-
monds which holds the trick, fol-
lowed by a spade which is won in
dummy. Trumps are then drawn
and the ace of clubs is forced out.
When East takes the ace he also
takes with it the queen of spades,
and declarer is down one.

All the time declarer had a
practically sure thing for four
hearts. He should not have both-
ered with the heart finesse.

After winning the opening lead,
trumps should be immediately at-
tacked to force out the kink. The
spade position. should not be
weakened for the purpose of tak-
ing a finesse which is not vital
to the contract.

In the actual hand, West would
win the second heart lead, cash
a diamond and presumably lead
a spade. South wins with the
King, draws the outstanding
trump, and then concedes a trick
to the ace of clubs. Declarer’s
spade loser is discarded on one
of dummy’s good clubs.

Nothing could be simpler, as
we said, But many players find
the opportunity to finesse an ir-
resistible temptation:
