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EYE DEFECTS A POSSIBLE

The usual treatment is (A) To
cut down on all starch foods—
bread, sugar, potatoes and past-
ries.

antin (a barbiturate) and pheno-
barbital four times a day. The at-
tacks occurred chiefly at night —
seldom in the daytime.
Examination showed farsighted-
ness and hyperphoria (the eleva-
tlon of one visual axis above the
other) and a tendency to cross-eye.
She was given a prescription for
glasses to correct these defects of
vision and Dr. Trites reports that
she had no epileptic attack for
nine months during which time
the doses of medicine were gradu-
ally reduced to one daily dose, on
the advice of her physician. She
had no attack for three or four
weeks after stopping the medicine
and then a severe attack occurred.
A new prescription for glasses was
given and the patient has not had
an attack for three months,

That this case was true epilepsy
was shown by the encephalogram,
which records brain movements as
the electrocardiogram records the
heart movements.

Now one case is only one case
but I am reporting the fact that
eye defects were responsible in this
case and it is possible that other
cases of epilepsy, not controlled by
barbiturate, may be caused by de-
fects of vision.
