South jumped to three hearts on
the second round as the lesser ev:l,
sensing that a mefe two-heart
rebid would not offer enough en-
couragement for North to take fur-
ther action. South could afford this
call because he and his partner
were not using such a rebid as an
absolute force. Some experts play
the jump rebid by the responder as
a force, but it is more logical to
treat it as a mere ‘“urge,” which
of course gives .he opening bldder
the right to pass, particularly with
& misfit. In this case North was
glad to cooperate.

West. opened the spade king. The
ace won, and declarer led the dia-
mond ten from dummy. East play-
ed low, and so did South. This was
an unfortunate guess, because if
South had put up the king, his
trouble would have been lightened,
but certainly his choice could not
be criticized.

West, in with the diamond queen,
led the spade queen, and South
ruffed. Now declarer led another
diamond, which East won, The re-
turn of the spade jack forced de-
clarer again, and with only thre
trumps left, he could not afford to
draw the opposing trumps, In-
stead, he led a club toward dum-
my. He captured West's queen with
the ace, drew exactly two rounds
of trumps (the queen and jack),
then led another low club. West
‘won with the king and made mat-
ters as difficult as possible for de-
clarer by returning another spade,

It didn't take little Allie long to
understand how the others felt,
that he wasn't wanted in or around
the Old Orchard.
