Perhapsit will be considered bad taste if I
speak of my own conduct; but at the nsk of
that, I shall make a few remarks through you,
Sir, to those parties who have attempted to
cast a slur upon me for the active part I have
taken, as one of Her Majesty’s Justices of the
Peace, in assisting to suppress this senseless
League.

Within the last week we have heen called
upon to chronicle in our local columns no less”
than twenty cases of highway robbery which
have occurred in this city and its immediate
vicinity. Some have taken the same form with
the operations which made Dick Turpin and
Claud Duvai notorious half a century azo, aud
were heralded, with a command to “stand and ~
deliver”; others have been accomplished in
the more modern and less cermonious fashion
known as garrotting, and someentirely original
methods have been employed. Some have re-
sulted in utter disappointment to the robbers,
and caused great joy to accompany for once
the thought of empty pockets on the part ofthe
persons assailed; in some instances consider-
able amounts of money and valuable watches
have been obtained, and doubtless served to
stimulate further efforts in the same direction :
and in at least one case the death of the victim ‘
has added to robbery the guilt of murder.
The surprising frequency of events of this
character during the last morth, steadily in-
creasing until the robberies now average three
or four every nicht within a radius of twen
miles from the State House, more than half
occurring within the city limits, has directed
po-ular attention very closely to the subject.
There are few persons whose business compels
them to he abroad in the hours of darkness
whom such a state of affairs would not arouse
to some degree of solicitude as to their own
safety and proper means of protection; aad
manysuch have thoughtit the part of pradence
to invest in fire-arms for the purpose of defence.
Groups of men are to be seen comparing the
merits of different revolvers, and discussing
suggestions as to the best device for foiling
attacks ; the dealers in pistols notice a remark-
able aetive demand for weapons of pocket size ;
and we may expect before the garrotting mania _
subsides a large crop of accidents from the un-
skilful handling ofloaded and capped revolvers,
purchased by persons of purely pacific tastes,
in the hope of defending their lives and pro-
