TAKE YOUR BUILDING PROBLEMS

Critical Of
Anti-Union Stand
0f N. B. Gov't

FREDERICTON, 8ept. 17—(CP)
— The “anti-union” stand of the
New Brunswick Government in
the present provincial election
campaign was scored Tuesday by
James A. Whitebone, president of
the New Brunswick Federeation of
Labor, in his report at the open-

ing session of the Federation's
annual convention.
With reference to polling day

next Monday, Mr. Whitebone re-
minded the delegates of the pol-
itical motto of the American Fed-
eration of Labor: “Elect your
friends and defeat your enemies.”

(They New Brunswick Federation
of Labor is affiliated with the
Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada and the A. ¥. L)

Mr. Whitebone said:

“The anti-union stand of the
present  provincial government,
and public statements of Premier
John B. McNair to the effect that
employees of his government
would not be permitteed to hold
membership in any organization
having affiliations  outside the
province, and the “action of Mr.
McNair in calling a provincial
election on the issue of recognit-
ion of the International Brother-
hood of Electrical Workers (T. L.
C. - A, F. L) as the bargaining
agent for employees of the New
Brunswick Electric Power Com-
mission, are matters that cannot
be ignored by labor nor can action
be deferred. . .”

This policy has been ‘“roundly
condemned, not only by labor but
by many outside our ranks who
have been staunch supporters of
Premier McNair and his govern-
ment. Union recognition {8 in no
sense & political issue. Tt is purc-
ly a labor-management matter
which affects the lives and work-
ing conditions of all employees of
the Province of New Brunswick.

“The seriousness of the situ-
ation is realized far beyopd the
borders of New Brunswlc[(‘, and
the matter hsa been considered of
such grave importance to all the
workers of Canada that the Trades
and Labor Congress ~of Canada,
Canada's greatest labor group, in
convention recently at Winnipeg,
adopted by unanimous vote of the
delegates a statement condemning
the McNair Government for its
stand on the question of recognit-
jon of international unions. . .

“The right of workers to organ-
ize, to enjoy recognition of thelir
unions, and to conclude collective
agreements with thelr —employers
has been firmly established by
law and by custom throughout the
whole of Canada, and it is astound-
ing indeed that any provincial
government should introduce such
an issue as a major point in its
election campaign. Certainly any
government holding such  con-
victions exhibits a colossal - gall
when they term themselves ‘Lib-
eral'”
