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Deplorable Apathy

There is something very
turbing in the fact that
day’s nomination proceedings in six
Island centres under the Provincial
Town Act, out of 42 seats at std ake
only one is to be contested and that
in the case of Georgetown no nomin-
ations at all were received for the
office of mayor or for the six coun-
cil seats.

The elestion date is February 5,
and Hon. Mr. Stewart, Minister of
Municiral Affairs, rightly expres-
ses concern at the prospect of
Georgetown, thereafter, being with-
out a municipal government.

Public service is not a thankful
task in many ca and one can un-
derstand the reluctance of those
who have given years of such =er-

dering the burden indefinitely. There
should be others prepared to carry
on, however, even if it involves
some sacrifice of their time and in-
Georgetown has an his-
¢ tradition that is well worth

preserving. Its future progress and
development are of concern to all of
us, and it would be a lamentabla
day for the Province if it ceased 1o
function as a municipality.
It is well worth remembering
that our municipal institutions are
3@ a vital part of our democratic sys-
tem. Tt has been said that without
them the “spirit of liherty” about
which we talk so much would bs
endangered; for while there ar2
many limitations on municipal au-
thority, especially when the econ-
omy works on a narrow margin, it
is healthy to have a division of pow-
er between the centre and the var-
jous localities. The ensuing tensions
in them-
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and accommodations are
selves productive of life and vigor.
This is more noticeable, of course,

in the federal-provincial setup. But
prov-

pality is equally im-
portant in its way, and this can only

be maintained by continued zeal and

interest at the local level.
We trust that whatever diffi
culties are responsible for the poor

showing made in Tuesday's nomin-
ations, in Georgetown and
where, they will be straightened out
and a new look taken by the citizens
of these fine communities at the op-
portunities for public service at
their doors. Those who have given
freely of their services in this con-
nection are to be commended, but
it would be more than disappoint-
ing if their example should fail to
inspire others to emulate them.

And he notes
that in one instance the Revenue De-
partment refused to open its tax
collection files for him despite the
ct that the law entitles him to
free access at all convenient times
to files, documents and other
records . . .”

Finance Minister Nowlan ad-
mits that, as Revenue Minister, he
took a definite stand against open-
ing certain personal income tax
files of some members of Parlia-
ment and others against whom tax
officers had taken certain action.
Nowlan told reporters after a
Ahmm meeting the other day that
he would never open individual files
until the Justice Department gave a
ruling that it was legal for him to
Under the Income Tax- Act
he was required to keep individual
tax information confidential and
there appeared to be an unresolved
legal conflict between this act and
the Financial Administration Act
under which the Auditor-General
operates.

This is a matter for grave pub-
lic concern. The Auditor-General is
the watchdog of Parliament. He is
above partisan politics and his find-
ings are too important to be side-
tracked for other business or stulti-
field by any interference on the Gov-
ernment’s part. It was intended that
he should be given an absolutely free
hand, and if other legislation inter-
feres with this freedom it should be
revised without further delay. It
will be the duty of the Opposition to
press for this revision immediately,
if the Government itself doesn't
take the initiative

for the public accounts committee to
get a move on, and deal with the
Auditor-General’s reports immedi-

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But, amidst all the talk of dis-
armament, comes the disturbing
word that China either has the
atomic bomb now or will have it
shortly. This, as the Fredericton
Gleaner points out, Is as great a
threat to Russia as to the West.
China and Russia are feuding.

China is at odds with India. China
holds to its hard line against the
Western world. And no one in the
West can talk to China officially be-
cause Peking is an outcast in world
councils.

All hopes of disarmament will go
for naught if China is excluded
from negotiations. Russia and the
United S s may reach agreement
between  thems but what
then? Neither would dare to scrap
its weapons if China has the bomb.
