If this be true, 18 it not the right
time for the citizens of Charlottetown to
say, ia emphatie terms, whether they need
any of these people or not?  Will you just
listen a moment to what 1 have to say ¢ 1
know considerable of this class of people,
and in every case their presence iu & com
munity is undesirable. We have now a
Steam Laundry, run by one of our own
citizens, which turns out gool work, em-
ploys a number of hands, paysgood wages,
and, we understand, contributes nearly $75
a year for water and taxes into ths city
treasury. We have scores of honest women
and girls who make a livelihood in the busi-
ness, all of whom spend their mouney here
and live as civilized citizens

Now what are the facts, if this Chinaman
is sllowed to come among us. Do not be
slarmed.  Encourage this man, and inside
of one month you will have a dozen of
them. What will they do ¢ Simply what

| they do eisewhere, viz., do the work from

which many of our girls now derive their
living. What else/ They will not buy
anything from you, except, perhaps, a
little rico.  They will, as soon as they have
gathered up enough money, which should
properiy go to our own people and be spent
#1Wwong our own people, carry it away home
agait.

Some will say. perhaps, that the world is
wide and free, and we shonld give him a
chance. 1 admit all this, but do you consi-
der that by giving these people a chance
you are depriving some of your own people
of a chance, and who has the most claim on
your generosity ‘—a man from a nation of
corruption or your own neighbor ? Does
the society of Charlottetown need any of
this element 7 Will our people gain any-
thing by their presence among us ?

Now what is the remedy ¢ A very sim-
ple one. If you say you do not want these
men, all you have to do is simply to say so—
and say so now. And when the washy
shop opens up, John will take the hint that
he isa not wanted when no work comes in,
and will soon walker.

Medway it is very good, and fair at Liver-
i pool and Lockeport, The mackerel fishery
1w reported fair in the vieinity of Mimini-
gnsh, and a few are being taken all the way
around the coast at Alberton.

In Nova Scotia the
only good catch reported was at Lunen-
burg.
