New Zealand broadcasting service
is sending to broadcasters in othier
countries a guide to the pronuncia-
tion of Maori names which will
crop up in the news during the
visit of Queen Elizabeth and the
Duke of Edingurgh.

IODINE DEFICIENCY

Our research workers are all now
agreed that golter — enlargement

of

is due to not enough iodine in the
food, water and soll. Therefore in
countries where there is this de-
ficiency of iodine, we can expect &
great many cases of goiter.

Startiing evidence of the effect-
i of small quantities of lodine
dally in preventing goiter is pre-
sented by Dr. H. J. Wespi in the
Swiss Medical Journal, Basle, who
states that goiter is noted earlier in
children than in adults. Dr. Wespi
studded the thyroid of school child-
ren in several villages of the Swiss
cantons of Zurich and Aargau
where examinations carried out in
1912 had shown that the incidence
or number of cases was 556 per ocent
in the Aargdu villages and 47 per
cént in the Zurich villages . In
1952 the incidence of goiter had
been decreased to 17 per cent in
the Aargau villages and to 1 per
cent in the Zurich villages.

“The decrease of goiter in the
Zurich canton is considered proof
of the preventive or prophylactic
effect of lodized salt, since consid-

From the above information
there 18 no question but that a de-
ficlency in lodine is the cause of
goiter. It is encouraging that by
simply using lodized salt in season-
ing and cooking we have an easy
way to get the regular or sufficient
amount of jodine to prevent goiter
caused by what are known as out-
side causes — deficient lodine in
sofl, alr, water and food.
