SIXTEEN PERSONS KILLED OWING TO A FALSE

ALAKM OF FIRE

A terrible accident occarred at the Star
Theatre, Glasgow, Scotland, on the night |
of the 1st inst. Daring the performance |
scmeone raised a cry of ‘“fire.” 1In an
instant the immense andience was on its
feet and rushed towards the doors. The
aisles became blocked and a terrible
strucgle ensued, men and women fainting
and tramping on each other in their frantic
