Month For Blight

“We have now entered the
most dangerous month for late
blight disease of potato,” states
the weekly Potato Bulletin. Sep-
tembér is dommonly characteriz-
ed by showers, high humidities,
and heavy night dews, conditions
that favour the development and
spread of late blight. These con-
ditions also favour the inocula-
tion of the tubers. It is a com-
mon  practice for growers to
spray thoroughly and frequently
early in the season, but later
when the spray material applied
in the early season has been
largely washed off and blight be-
gins to spread, the fields are neg-

Sudden Death Of
Mr. Bruce Butler

The. sudden death of Mr. Bruce
Butler, Charlottetown occurred
last night when he was found deaa
at the foot of the stairs of his
rooming house at 112 Richmond
Street. The body was reportedly
found by two boys about 8:3G.
They told Mrs. Roy MacKinnon,
a neighbor, who in turn called her
husband.

Mr. MacKinnon examined the
man but could find no heartbeat
and notified the City Police. Con-
stabes Lloyd Wakelin and James
Howatt responded to the call and
notified Coroner Dr. L. E. Prowse
that the man was apparently dead.
It is believed that he fell from the
top of the stairway, or part way
down and died before help could
reach him. There were bruises and
marks on his face: and bleeding
from the mouth.

Both City Police and R. C. M.
Police investigated the accident
and remained on the scene until a
late hour taking pictures: and
measurements as the body was not
removed until they completed
their work. It was then taken to
the funeral home of N. D. McLean.
Coroner Prowse empanelled a jury
which viewed the remains on the
scene and then adjourned until 4
o'clock next Monday afternoon at
City Hall. An autopsy will be per-
formed this morninz.

they were empanelled.

Dr. Lemuel E. Prowse, who per-
formed the autopsy, gave evidence
in detail regarding the condition
of the deceased, whom he de-
scribed as a well developed man
weighing about 210 pounds. Shoul-
dets and left arm and back of the
neck showed bruises but no
marked fracture of the head. A
dislocated neck and hemorrhage
in this area, with no other marks,
led to the conclusion that death
was due to a fractured dislocation
of the neck.

Halifax, civillan driver of the truck
in which the deceased was a
passenger, testified that Darby
was sitting in front with him as
one of five passengersg in the three
seated Chev. station’ wagon, the
property of the Departmeht of |
National Defence. They arrived |
at Wood Islands and proceeded to-
wards the city following another
car of the same type, which car- |
ried other men of their party. |
Witness was driving at about 40
miles per hour when they overtook |
a blue half-ton truck or “pick-up”,'
and he gave a horn signal that he |
was about to pass. He felt the
wheels of his car had a lendenc_\"
to sway, and tried to straighten
out but was unable to do so. His
car ended up in the right ditch
facing about.
After crawling out of the over- |
turned car, he observed the deceas- |
‘ed lying across the centre of “the |
highway about 15 feet away,

and |
the pick-Up car stopped 15 or :
feet behind. Questioned by
Nicholson witness said there was
no traffic coming towards him,
that he had been driving that type
of car for a week, and no one in
the party had been drinking. He |
further stated that he was on duty |
during the driving trip. 1
Chief Petty Officer Edison Clive |
Fraser, Dartmouth, testified that |
he was in the truck which \\'as‘
overturned. As they were pa&sing‘
the pick-up he thought they hit |
a shoulder of the road, i{ was his|
belief that the driver had done his
best to regain control. |
Questioned by Mr. Nicholson,!
witness judged the speed to be;
about 40 miles per hour, that Oak-
ley was a good driver and very
capable. The service vehicle in!
which they were travelling was
serviced regularly. Visibility was
good; he could see the colour of
the truck behind him, no lights
were on. |
Able Seaman Walsh of Halifax'
testified that he could see no car
ahead of them other than the
pick-up they passed zs the accident
occurred. He sat in the back seat |
with Cadet Hodd. When abreast |
of the car they were passing, the |
car in which they were driving |
began to sway at rear end. Was
conscious when car came to rest,
got out and ran to where Petly |
Officer Fraser, was holding head
of victim. This was around dusk,
there were no lights on. |
Cadet James Donald Hodd gave
evidence that he sat with Walsh
and as they passed.the blue truck
they swerved, the sway becoming
worse and worse progressively. The
car appeared top heavy. He
noticed the swaying frequently on
the way from Halifax. |

Ronald Isam, civilian chauffeur |
from the Halifax dockyard, gave
evidence that he was the driver
of the other car in the party. They |
were on the same ferry trip to
Wood Islands. Islam drove ahead
and waited at Hillsboro bridge for
the other car. Another car came
along and told of the accident. He |
had frequently driven the other |
car, which like the one he was
driving at the time of the accident.
