Bresson s'est sauvé du @ana
da anx Htats-Umis pour marier
sa premidre femme, aprés quoi
il s’établit dans le Gemnectiout.
Elle lui donna trois enfants, la

premiére année, ot demx la se-

cende. Tous sont vivants. En
1862, Bresson alla en gmerre.
Auszitét gne la paix fut rétablie,
la famille eommenga A croitre
de nouvean et n'a pas arrété de-
puis

Aprés ]a mort de sa premiére
femme, Bressen épousa la iille
d'un fermier. Cette femme Ini
donna six jumeaux et six jautres
enfants. Tous ses enfants étaient
singnlidrement robustes. Lors-
qu'il déménagea, il ya quel
gues années et traversa la Jigne
du Comnectiout, les autorités
pensérent qw'un asile d’orphe
lins venait en ville.

Toute sa vie durant, Bressom
a été engagé dane un dar tra
vail manwel. En dépit de son
Age, il est encere plein de vi-
gueur et d'énergie. 1l me pent
per dire exaotement som Aage,
mais il se croit Agé d'au-dela de
70 ans. 1l est 1'ainé d’'une fa-
mille de dix hnit emfants.
