Suggests Riel
Uprising Rather
Than Rebellion

OTTAWA, Aug. 8 — (CP)
Prime Minister St. Laurent said
today he thinks the word ‘upris-
ing"—rather than “rebeilion” — is
a more “objective” term to use in
describing the Riel disturbances in
Western Canada in the mid—
1880s.

He preferred the use of the word
“uprising,” he sald in a brief
statement, because it expresses
‘“no historical judgment and 1 do
not think the government should
be passing historical judgments. -

Mr. St. Laurent was commenting
on a suggestion at Caigary by F.
P. Baxter, president of the Roval
Northwest Mounted Police Veter-
ans Assoclation, that Mr. St. Lour-
ent should not try to interpret nis-
tory.

Mr. Baxter sald he hoped the
Prime Minister had been misquot-
ed at Battleford, Sask., yesterday
about wanting the Riel disturb-
ances referred to as an uprising

Mr. St. Laurent, just returned
from his trip to the west, said to-
day that what he had suzgested
at Battleford “was that in official
notices in museums the word ‘up-
rising’ should be used instead of
‘rebellion’.”

Walter Gurney, 86, of Toronto,
today threw his hat into an arena
in which the contenders include
Prime Minister St. Laurent and V.
F. Baxter, president of the Royal
Northwest Mounted Police Veter-
ans Assoclation.

Mr. Gurney — who helped quell
the Metis in the Riel disturbance
of 1885—told reporters today that
he would call the incident a rehel-
lion as long as he lived.

asked. “We had to fight becavse
Indians massacred settlers at
Frog’s Lake Landing.”
