1 blocks of 100 acres at 12s. 6d. a0 acre. Those who, on that
estste, were located on the most eligible parts were bound by
the proprietor to pay £2 an acre for their lands; but, when
the estate came inlo the hands of the Government, their lands
were gold to them st 12s. per acre.
