A good deal ol angry feeling and
irritation has been excited in Cavada, and also in the otbher
Britisk American Provinces, because the Feniaas, in New
York and ia other cities of the States, have been allowed
openly to meet and discuss their desigos against Great Bri-
tain, and these Provinees in particular, without having beea
in any way checked or interfered with by rthe Americun
Government, although Great Bioitain is, at present, on temns
of amity with the States. But it ought o be rememb red
how great was the difficulty which, during the eivil war ia
the States, our own Goveinment experieuced in presersing
that strict neutrality between the Awerican belligerents
which they were bound to observe.  Tue Feuiaus, it 1s very
true, have been organ'z d in the United States, but dhey
bave ot as yet, by auy overt act, given cause to the Awe-
rican Government, on 2ccount of its Iriendly relations with
Great Britain, to inteifere with, or take any steps to res-
train or suppress them.
