by riverboat to Fort Fitzgerald,
by truck over a portage and then
on into the terrlborles by boat
once more,

Mr. Evans said that at peak
production the mill will be cap-
able of producing’ 75,000 to 100,
000 board feet of lumber in an
eight-hour “shift and will provide
employment for 125 men, most of
them residents of the area, with
a monthly payroll of $50,000.

The mill draws its timber from
the company’s leases in Woor
Buffalo National Park on the
Peace River.

Logs averaging %0 feet in length
and 32 inches in diameter are
floated by raft to the mill. The
finished lumber is taken by truck
over the portage and loaded on
barges for shipment farther
north.

Logs are cut into 32-foot lengths
when they arrive at the mill, then
lifted by power ‘shovel into a 6%-
acre storage pond. From the pond

into the mill itself where they
are cut into desired lengths and
widths, trimmed and planed.
The mill, of all-steel construc
tion, proides its own power

Slabs, edgings and saw-
dust are fed to a “hog” machine
for conversion to fuel which oper
ates the steam turbine power-
house adjacent to the sawmill.
