Railway Observance
0f Remembrance Day

MONCTON N, B. Nov. 8 — In
ime with other years, General dis-
trict and divisional offices on the
Atlantic Region of the Canadian
National Rallways will be closed in
observance of Remembrance Day,
November 11, according to an an-
louncement by W. E. Robinsun,
1eglonal vice President and gener-
al manager. All other departments
will continue working as usual, in-
cluding stations and freight sheds
which will remain open to the
public, except that employees who
have served overseas will be per-
mitted to take time off in order
to participate in Rememberance
Day Observances.

The two minute period of sil-
‘ence, commencing at 1100 AM.
will "be strictly observed by em-
ployees on duty except that trains
will not be stopped.

LONDON, Nov. 8 — (Reuters)—
The Labor Government lost a
Hcuse of Commons vote tonight
by 235 votes to 229, but the issue
was not a policy matter over which
it would have to resign.

SHELLEYS ODE TO THE WEST
WIND

A few years ago there was a
novel published which had a great,
sale and the title was “If Winter
Comes.” This title was taken !roml
the last line of Shelley’s Ode,
named above. The whole line is;
“It Winter comes, can Spring bes_
'

t fin-|

far behind?”

This ode is one of the mos
ished products of Shelley's pen |
and mind. It is actually made up:
of five sonnets in the Shakespearian
form — four quatrians and a cou-
plet at the close. Shelley had cer-
tain eccentricities as a writer, for
instance we are told (and a reading
of his poems confirms this) that
he was very fond of the lizard,
and frequently puts it in his verse.
In this poem of five sonnets he re-
fers to the leaf in every one of
the five.

During the last week or two we
have noticed the fallen leaves
blown®about by gusts of wing and
1 never see drifting leaves but
Shelley's lines come into my mind—

“O wild West Wind, thou breath of
Autumn's being,

Thou from whose unseen presence
the leaves dead

Are driven like ghosts from an
enchanter fleeing,

Yellow, and black, and pale and
hectic red,

Pestilenge stricken multitudes.”

Do they not seem as though
from an enchanter fleeing as they
rush along the street? This quota-

has these words—*Loose clouds like |

earth’s decaying leaves are shed,I

shook from the tangled boughs of

heaven and ocean.” In verse three

we read,

“The sea blooms and the oozy
woods which wear

The sapless foliage of the ocean
know

Thte first line of verse four is,
“If 1 were a dead leaf thou might-
est bear” . .. and later in the
same verse we hace
“Oh! lift me as a wave a leaf a

cloud
I fall upon the thorns of life! I
bleed.” .

Then in the closing section we
have these pathetic lines:

“Make me thy lyre, even as the
forest is;

That if my leaves are felling like
its own? .. .

Drive my dead thoughts over the
universe

Like withered leaves, to quicken
a new birth.”

Perhaps he had inmind the words
of the Bible which says: “we all
do fade as a leaf.” His words
were written on leaves and “are
ashes and sparks.”

Shelley's life was a sad pne. It
was he who said, “We learn in suf-
fering what we teach in song”,
and “the sweetest songs are those
which tell of saddest thought.”

He was essentially a lyric poet,
and was as musical as a bird; he
was too a reformer and had a pro-
gramme for the betterment of
mankind. Like a great many more
he was misunderstood.

This estimate of him by George
Brimley, a noted English essayist,
written over one hundred years
ago, I have always thought very
fine: “After the passions and the
theories which supplied Shelley
with the subject -matter of his
poems have died away and become
mere matters of history there will
still remain a song, such as mortal
man never heard before, of inarti-
culate rapture and of freezing pain,
—of a blinding light of truth, and
a dazzling weight ot glory, trans-
lated into English speech, as
coloured as a painted window, as
suggestive, as penetrating, as in-
tense as music.”

This was said of him on the cen-
tenary of his drowning in Spezzias
treacherous bay, July 8, 1922:
“And now amid these noisy years
