In bold relief ... the face of Nat-
ure has undergone a drastic
change.

This summer 1 asked myself

1 suddenly asked myself the
question: “Where have our
kingfishers gone?” We all rexs
ember how we used to a b use
the kingfisher. On every dam or
stream there would be a pair
or more. They would perch
motionless on a dead tree or

snag protruding ahove the
water as motionless as if car-
ved out of marhle. Sudden-

ly there would be a swift d i ve
into the water and the diver,
would emerge with a m i n now
or tadpole in its beak and .. T
might as well give the whole
story ... with sometimes a trout
several inches long. I never
even saw or heard a kingfisher
and yet, instead of having a feel-
ing of thankfulness, a nostalgic
ache suddenly made its pre-
sence felt

Our great blue herons
plain ordinary cranes to most
of us..are ahout as scarce as
hen's teeth — and they have
none except a gizzard to tak e
their place.

A year or so ago there w ould
be several around every dam
and their chalky splash marks
would stand out like a sore.
thumb on every dam embank-
The only dam where 1|
saw any cranes worth mention-
ing was at the Corraville Dam
a few miles from St. Peter’s.|
There were three in the b u nch
and I only saw them once. The,
