Canada Has Magnotometer
But Lacks Planes To Fly It

OTTAWA (CP)—The RCAF’s big
shortage of transport planes s
shown no more clearly than jn the
strange. story of the airborne mag-
no*ometer.

The department of mines and
technical surveys spent five years
developing an airborne magnotom-
eter, considered the best in the
western world. Details of the de-
vice are still classed as secret.

The magnotometer would be used
to improve magnetic charts of Can-
ada, thus aiding aerial navigation,
a matter of concern, of course, to
the RCAF.

But the government now is in the
position of not having a single plane
available in which to carry the
airborne magnotometer, which can
also indicate promising areas for
more detailed mining surveys o
the ground. !
NOT AVAILABLE

Commercial operators don't have
any planes available, either, be-
cause they’re all tied up on the
northern radar lines airlift.

The RCAF last summer and the
summer before loaned a North Star
transport to the mines department

This plane was the former *flying
laboratory” used by the National
Research Council for de-icing ex-
periments. .

But the air force told the mines
department it couldn’t loan ‘the
plane this year because of heavy
transport commitments. After all
that, the plane was destroyed in
the recent RCAF hangar fire at
Dorval, Que.

Using the airborne magnotometer
would be cheaper, officials said,
than sending out field parties. The
magnotometer would also provide
better coverage.

SHORT OF TRANSPORTS

RCAF officers say the air force’

is *“terribly short” of transport air-
craft.

The defence department has been
in a quandary for some time over
the RCAF's current and growing
needs for air transport.

No action has yet been taken
apparently though the department
has been studying for a long time
various schemes, such as acquiring
big American C-124 Globemaster
or building a transport version of
the CL-28. The latter is being de-
signed and built by Canadair Ltd.

Broad Powers For Farm
Marketing Bd. In Quebec

QUEBEC (CP) — Appointments
to a provincial farm marketing
board with broad supervisory pow-
ers over the sale of farm products,
were announced Friday by Pre-
mier Duplessis.

The premier told his weekly
press conference that the board,
created during the last session of
the legislature, will begin function-
fng May 1. ,

Appointed ryp: chairman:» dis-
trict judge (y¢grges-Henri Heon;
vice - chairmah, Abel Marion,
former president of the 40,000-
member Union Catholique des Cul-
tivateurs; members: Alfred Dube,
Union Nationale member of the
legislature for Rimouski, and Dan
G. Murphy, member for Missis-
quoi county.

The appointments are for a
period of 10 years, but they are
valid indefinitely unless replace-
ment is provided for.
CO-ORDINATE MARKETING

Main functions of the board are:

!. To assist in co-ordinating var-
fous operations involved in mark-
eting farm products.

2. To find new markets and im-
prove existing farm markets.

3. To assist in directing farm
production.

4. To cooperate with producers,
©o - operatives and professional
farm or ions and ¢
associations in the promotion of
fair marketing practices.

Under the act which created the
board, farmers and wholesalers
will work out marketing plans
Which the board will have the auth-
ority to approve or reject. Once
A marketing rlnn is in force, its

will be mandatory and
purchasers of products covered by
the plan who do not meet the set
prices will be subject to legal
action obliging them to pay the
difference plus eosts,

IRON DEVELOPMENT
