From far away Merced, Calif-
ornia, we have a letter from our
friend Walter S. Found, formerly
of New London. Older residents of
that vicinity will remember that
back in the 1920's Walter was the
most active man in that district
ﬁromotlng ice racing and other

When he
made a stake in California he
started breeding horses on a small
scale but picked his brood mares
very carefully with the result that
he has bred two-minute pacers and
is looked on as a man who is well
informed in harness horse lore.
We are glad to have a letter from
him giving particulars of the
happenings in his country.

“In the Down the Back Stretch
of February 4 you mentioned that
live racing news was scarce and
you had to dig into the archives
and memory for copy. Northern
California’s wettest winter in sev-
eral decades put winter training
out of action for the soil at Stock-
ton, where we have trained for 25
years, is known as ‘dobem a heavy,
clinging brown, which anchors lo-
comotion.
